Formulation of the problem. The modern economy forms new global trends in production and con-
sumption, markets and business, however, the formation of a global ecosystem based on start-ups has be-
come a significant trend. Therefore, the development of startups in business ecosystems should be consid-
ered both from a theoretical and practical point of view. The purpose of the article is to study the theoretical
and practical aspects of the development of startups in Ukraine in the context of the functioning of business
ecosystems. The object of research is startups in the context of the functioning of business ecosystems.
Methods used in the study: systematization and generalization, comparative and monographic analysis, de-
tailing, coherence. The hypothesis of the study was the assumption that start-ups are the backbone of the
business ecosystem, and it is advisable to provide support to start-ups through the subjects of their life sup-
port - various environmental agents and institutions. Presentation of the main material: according to the
results of studies of the theoretical and practical aspects of the problems of development of startups in
Ukraine in the context of the functioning of business ecosystems, it has been established that there is still a
discussion on determining the essence of a business ecosystem, but startups are the system-forming begin-
ning. Two main types of ecosystems and components of business ecosystems with appropriate coherence
are identified. The advantages, disadvantages and general characteristics of business ecosystems are deter-
mined, which made it possible to characterize the modern Ukrainian startup market. It has been established
that it is advisable to provide support to start-ups through the subjects of their life support, that is, various
environmental agents and institutions. The originality and practical significance of the study lies in estab-
lishing the coherence of the components (terms) of the business ecosystem and the conclusion about the
need for assistance for the development of business ecosystems from the state. Conclusions and prospects
for further research. Studies of the theoretical and practical aspects of the problems of development of
startups in the context of the functioning of business ecosystems made it possible to draw a conclusion
about the system-forming beginning of startups and about the constituent business ecosystems that have
coherence. It has been determined that there are two main types of ecosystems that have advantages, disad-
vantages and corresponding characteristics that affect the characteristics of the modern startup market in
Ukraine. An analysis of the obstacles in the development of startups in Ukraine made it possible to focus on
the need to support startups from the state. It is advisable to provide assistance to the subjects of life support
of business ecosystems - various environmental agents and institutions. Further research should be carried
out taking into account the social aspect of the functioning of business ecosystems to implement the princi-
ples of sustainable development.

ANALYSIS OF INTERNATIONAL EXPERIENCE OF USING TOOLS OF
CLUSTER SYSTEMS FORMATION

Problem statement. The scientific article is devoted to the analysis of approaches to the development
of cluster formations in different countries. Researchers distinguish three main models of cluster creation
based on the economic and geographical approach and the development of certain megaregions: the Ameri-
can, Western European and Asian models. However, this approach is not universal, since it does not take
into account the different availability of Natural Resources, the capacity of national and regional markets,
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the role of the state in regulating the economy, the specifics of industry, and so on. A research aim is to ana-
lyze economic and geographical approaches to the development of cluster formations in different countries.
The subject of the research is mechanisms for ensuring clustering of economic elements. For the aim of the
research, the following methods were used: comparative, statistical, descriptive, system analysis and syn-
thesis. The basic hypothesis of research was the analysis of the components of the formation of a cluster
structure: the innovation component and the competitiveness model, which will reveal the main features
and limitations of the clustering process. Exposition of basic material. The article considers the study of
economic and geographical approaches to clustering based on the innovative component and key elements
of the economic competitiveness model: Natural Resources, macro-and microeconomic competitiveness.
The article considers the cluster specialization of countries according to industry affiliation, and provides a
statistical analysis of the structure of production of finished products by enterprises that are part of cluster
formations in the total volume of production. Originality and practical meaningfulness of research is due to
the analysis of the structural components of cluster formations, taking into account regional features. Con-
clusions and prospects for further research. The analysis of economic and geographical approaches to the
development of cluster formations in different countries has shown that enterprises that are part of cluster
formations introduce innovations faster and more efficiently, the production process is better established,
collaboration and cooperation relations are formed between the participants of the cluster system. However,
due to the differences in resource, competitive innovation, economic, and regulatory legal components, the
process of studying the system of cluster formations needs to be continued.

Problem statement. Tourism is one of the
priorities in the socio-economic development of
Azerbaijan. In accordance with the "Strategic
Roadmap for the Development of the Special-
ized Tourism Industry in Azerbaijan" in the near
future the republic will receive up to 5 million
tourists a year, and every 10 able-bodied citizen
will work in the tourism sector in one way or
another [1]. Therefore, today, professional tour-
ism education is relevant and in demand.

Good theoretical training is the key to
high-quality work of a specialist. The days when
people with no specific education worked in
tourism are over. Without basic knowledge of
geography and regional studies, climatic, cultur-
al and historical characteristics of a particular
destination and the basics of psychology, a tour-
ism manager is unlikely to be able to competent-
ly advise a client, correctly select or compose a
tour in accordance with his requests.

University students studying in tourism
specialties receive theoretical knowledge in ge-
ography, history, culture and art, mathematics,
economics and accounting, information technol-
ogy and others, study foreign languages. Theo-
retical knowledge, in fact, should form among
students and subsequently graduates of special-
ized universities a general idea of the work of
the tourism industry as a whole, individual en-

terprises and institutions, business planning,
technologies for working with partners and cus-
tomer service, about the features of the for-
mation of tours and the proposal of a hotel prod-
uct. And already in the process of real work in a
hotel, restaurant, travel agency or museum, a
graduate must attract the knowledge he has and
be able to apply it in practice. Without basic ide-
as about how the tourism industry lives and
works, how its organizing enterprises function
and interact, how a tourism product is created,
etc., it is impossible to work in this area.

In particular, workers in the hospitality
and restaurant sectors must have a clear under-
standing of the structure and specifics of the ho-
tel or restaurant business. Practical activity, of
course, can teach this, but not all at once and not
everything.

Analysis of recent research and publica-
tions. The problems of the development of tour-
ism and tourism education are reflected in the

works of Azerbaijani scientists and specialists M.

Abadov, E. Aslanov, F. Rakhmanov, Ch.
Gyulaliev, E. Suleymanov, E. Gojayeva and oth-
ers.

In these works, attention is paid to the
study of the infrastructure of tourism, the social
and economic significance of the tourism indus-
try is investigated.
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The analysis of various aspects of tourism
education is presented in the works of such Rus-
sian scientists as., Foreign scientists H. Kovalev
AN., Pogodin V.L., Ponomareva T.V., AA.
Fedulina, Aleksandrova A.Yu., Trusovoy N.M.,
Trusova A.N., Malyshenko K.M. C. Shhu., Jie
Wang, Airey, D., Tribe, J. Cooper, C. Veal, AJ.

However, with a large number of scientific
and practical developments in the field of tour-
ism education, the issues of interaction between
education and tourism, as well as the results of
their synergy are still far from their final solution
and require special research in terms of applying
their results in the practice of managing the tour-
ism industry.

There is a lack of empirical data reflecting,
on the one hand, the needs of the tourism sector
in qualified personnel, and, on the other hand,
the real possibilities and limitations of the educa-
tional sphere for the development of tourism ac-
tivities.

The purpose of the article is to study
tourism education in Azerbaijan for the possibil-
ity of increasing the effectiveness of the educa-
tional process in the field of tourism and direc-
tions for its improvement.

Presentation of the main material. Of
course, you can work without a diploma of special-
ized education - in small travel companies that do
not care about their image. There are people who
think clearly and competently even without higher
education [2]. Therefore, in large companies that
have been on the market for at least ten years,
much attention is paid to the university from which
the applicant graduated. For a large company, it is
rather a matter of status and reputation. Also, cer-
tificates and diplomas of additional courses are
important - it is far from superfluous evidence that
a person is able to learn and grow for the future.

The success of the oil strategy in booming

Azerbaijan is already reflected in the non-oil sector.

Tourism is one of the most important sectors of the
non-oil sector. Since Azerbaijan can fill a signifi-
cant part of the state budget in the field of tourism,
it seeks to develop this sector and make it the most
stable and competitive sector of the economy.
Azerbaijan is one of the countries with a very high
tourism potential. The position of our country both
in the natural-geographical and in the modern
world has made Azerbaijan an interesting place for
tourists.

To increase the number of tourists visiting
the country, it is very important to have profes-
sional and high-quality human resources. Accord-

ing to experts, by 2023, the need for tourism work-
ers in the country will exceed 75 thousand people.
However, the current problem of lack of profes-
sional staff is one of the reasons hindering the de-
velopment of tourism in our country, which has
great prospects.

For the training of professional personnel in
the field of tourism in the Republic of Azerbaijan,
training of personnel is carried out in specialties,
reflected in the classification of specialties, ap-
proved by the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic
of Azerbaijan.

- from 6 months to 3 years in vocational
schools and lyceums of primary vocational educa-
tion;

- 2-3 years in colleges with specialized sec-
ondary education;

- 4 years in universities with a higher bache-
lor's degree;

- 2-3 years in universities with the highest
master's degree;

Doctoral studies prepare highly qualified
specialists for 2-3 years.

Thus, in the conditions of the modern mar-
ket, the heads of large and not very tourist compa-
nies are increasingly faced with the problem of
"underqualification™ of personnel under the condi-
tions of a harsh economic market struggle.

In the field of tourism, large tour operators
independently conduct seminars for partner travel
agencies and for their staff, preferring to have a
teacher on their staff. Some use multimedia tutori-
als and distance learning systems. The topics of
training, as a rule, cover the peculiarities of sales
of popular holiday destinations, the level of infra-
structure development of tourist centers, problems
associated with the entry of tourists to foreign
countries.

Typically, corporations use the following
forms of training.

1. On-the-job training. This form of training
is the most efficient, as it provides a close connec-
tion directly with the process of the employee's
activity. Typically, this form is implemented
through mentoring and supervision using methods
of increasing complexity of tasks, guided acquisi-
tion of experience, production instruction, rotation,
using an employee as an assistant, delegation of
authority - functions and responsibilities.

For Azerbaijan, these problems are even
more acute: the science of surviving in tough com-
petition has become in demand only in the last fif-
teen years - this is exactly how long the developing
commercial sector exists in our country. The emer-
gence of professional development of tourism spe-
cialists at the corporate level has begun in Azerbai-
jan.



Vocational schools and lyceums are the ini-
tial stage of personnel training in tourism educa-
tional institutions. Currently, the following educa-
tional institutions operate at the level of primary
vocational education:

- Baku Tourist Vocational School,

- Gabala Center for Professional Training of
Tourism and Hospitality,
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- Vocational Training Center in Ismayilli

According to the Decree of the Cabinet of
Ministers of the Republic of Azerbaijan No. 178
dated October 31, 2011 on the approval of the
"Classification of primary vocational education
specialties" professional specialties related to tour-
ism are (Table 1).

In recent years, world-class events have
been held in Azerbaijan. The growing prestige of
Azerbaijan in the world also affects the diversity
of the contingent of tourists visiting the country.
Therefore, programs are being implemented in
Azerbaijan to create highly qualified tourist
personnel resources.

It was previously noted that tourism
education in European countries has a practical
bias, and that the subjects taught are kind of key
or preparatory for 4-6 months of internship after
each semester.

The problems associated with tourism
education can be explained as follows:

- There is no effective legal cooperation
between the tourism sector and tourism
educational institutions. Inadequate cooperation
based on mutual individual efforts, which does
not have a legal basis, hinders the
implementation of common target functions and
the conscious use of available physical and
human resources.

- Integration and coordination of tourism
education is not ensured. This makes it
impossible to perform additional educational
work within the framework of the macromodel.

- The curricula are mostly theoretical and
do not provide much space for applied studies.

- There is a lack of educational tools and
laboratories necessary for high-quality tourism
education, as a result of which the information
provided during the study is forgotten due to the
lack of an attachment to a specific case.

- Insufficient knowledge of foreign
languages.

- Lack of qualified teachers.

- Lack of internship programs that ensure
the productivity of education and the
effectiveness of applied lessons. Students who
graduate without an internship find it difficult to
adapt to the industry.

- The proximity of universities to major
cities, both in terms of providing teaching
professionals from this sector and in terms of
internship  opportunities and applications.
Regions lack specialists.

There are other factors that lead to the fact
that tourism education is faced with problems:

1. Weak coordination between the
educational institution and the enterprise where
the internship is taking place;

2. A significant part of the subjects taught
are non-specialized, theoretically loaded, of little
use for future work.

Conclusions and prospects for further
research. According to the results of our re-
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search, for the development of cooperation be-
tween tourism educational institutions and the
tourism industry of our country, we can recom-
mend:

1) The relationship between industry rep-
resentatives and tourism universities should be
mutually beneficial. These relationships need to
be coordinated and standardized.

2) Implementation of exchange programs
between tourism enterprises and educational in-
stitutions. Under these programs, industry repre-
sentatives commit to teaching in educational in-
stitutions for a specified period of time. At the
same time, teachers working in educational insti-
tutions can be involved in practical work in the
institutions of the industry for a certain period of
time.

3) In order to meet the expectations of stu-
dents, steps can be taken by comparing, through
surveys, the level of student satisfaction with the
proposed curriculum, social and cultural activi-
ties of university leaders, etc.

The degree to which student expectations
are met will be determined and the quality of
education will be improved by meeting those
expectations. Increasing competition to attract
more students will require organizations to adapt
teaching to the needs of the sector.

4) Establish independent travel awards by
educational institutions. These awards can play a
special role in encouraging businesses to work
together in the local market. Industry representa-
tives as well as students can be awarded in vari-
ous categories.

The application of European educational
standards in the field of tourism in the universi-
ties of the republic, not administratively, but di-
rectly from the educational point of view, in-
cludes clearer elements and radical reforms:

* Improvement of infrastructure, strength-
ening of material and technical base;

* Attracting as many qualified personnel as
possible to training;

* Application of English as the language of
instruction;

* Reducing the theoretical load of lessons,
increasing the practical load;

» Conducting internships at the end of each
academic year;

* Definition of internships in specialties.
Those. a student of management specialization
should undergo an internship with qualified and
experienced managers in a fairly successful en-
terprise, and not as a waiter or messenger in any
restaurant or hotel registrar;

* Preference for practical results in exams;

* To develop the quality of mentors among
teachers;

* Provide students with the freedom to
choose a subject and teacher;

* Expand the exchange of students and
teachers with foreign tourism universities, create
maximum conditions for young professionals
who can apply their experience in the university,
and motivate them to contribute to the university;

* Creation of an international student envi-
ronment at universities through the exchange of
experience with foreign universities.

Thus, existing educational institutions must
come to a common denominator that combines
theory with practice. Higher education institutions
should be seen as tourism tourism research centers
and tourism professionals and managers should be
trained in such schools.

Problem statement. The problems of re- restrictions, the country's leadership has demon-

ducing the presence of the state in the economy,
opening markets and increasing competition are
discussed increasingly in scientific areas. Indeed,
an informed solution to these issues can create a
reliable basis for the use of market levers that
allow efficient allocation of the resources in-
volved and increase the productivity of the labor
used.

Despite the rather difficult modern period
of economic development of the Republic of
Uzbekistan, associated with the negative impact

strated its commitment to continuing the course
of implementing structural reforms. So, on Oc-
tober 27, 2020, the President of Uzbekistan Sh.
Mirziyoyev signed a large-scale decree on re-
forming more than 2,000 state assets, of which
479 enterprises will be put up for auction, 62 are
prepared for privatization, 32 are transformed.
State-owned enterprises are strategically
important in the national economy. About 50%
of the country's GDP and one-fifth of the volume
of foreign trade is created by state-owned enter-
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prises, which provide more than half of the state
budget revenues when hiring less than 10% of
the employed population.

State-owned enterprises operate in many
sectors of the economy, including the extraction
and processing of oil and natural gas, public
transport, air travel, agriculture, the chemical
and mining industries, water supply, housing and
utilities, and others. They traditionally have priv-
ileged access to land and infrastructure facilities,
procurement contracts, subsidies and enjoy other
government support, including tax and customs
preferences. More than 80% of the assets of
commercial banks, as well as all large insurance
companies, are also owned by the state.

In most of the CIS and Eastern Europe, re-
forms to privatize state assets were carried out in
the early 1990s. Although in Uzbekistan the re-
form of state assets is being carried out relatively
later than it has been done in other states, the
country can use the accumulated experience to
its advantage and not repeat mistakes in this im-
portant area of economic reform.

Analysis of the latest trends and publi-
cations. The principle of separation of powers,
introduced in 1748 by the French encyclopedic
C. Montesquieu (1698-1755), presupposes the
division of the sole state power into three
spheres: legislative, executive and judicial,
which should serve as a condition for effective
control over the activities of the state apparatus.

Froom the second half of the XIX century,
social theory starts to gradually give way to the
state theory of self-government. Well-known
scientists, in Russia, such as - N.l. Lazarevsky
(1886-1891), A. D. Gradovsky (1841-1889) and
V. P. Bezobrazov (1828-1899) were considered
its supporters. This theory saw in local self-
government the transfer of part of the state tasks
to the local community, the involvement of local
residents in the service of state interests and
goals.

N. I. Lazarevsky defined local self-
government as "decentralized public administra-
tion, where the independence of local authorities
is ensured by a system of this kind of legal guar-
antees, which, creating the reality of decentrali-
zation, at the same time ensure the current con-
nection of local government bodies with the giv-
en area and its population™

Hu Yifan, Song Ming and Zhang Junxi:
Privatization results in productivity and wage
increases combined with cost savings without
large-scale layoffs. And "final privatization”

leads to greater efficiency gains than “partial
privatization™.

Purpose of the article is to explore the
prospects for new opportunities for the economic
development of Uzbekistan.

Presentation of the main research mate-
rial. There are many examples in the world that
demonstrate the successful implementation of
property reform. So, in 2004, the Malaysian
government, in agreement with McKinsey &
Company and the Boston Consulting Group, im-
plemented the Transformation Program for Gov-
ernment-Linked Companies (GLCs). The project
has been recognized by the international com-
munity as the most successful public enterprise
reform project in Asia. The reform has increased
the efficiency and profitability of using available
capital and resources in enterprises. Specifically,
the market capitalization of Malaysian state-
owned enterprises tripled between 2004 and
2014, with a CAGR of 11 percent.

In the next phase, the Malaysian govern-
ment, in collaboration with management consult-
ing firms, developed the New Economic Model,
which expanded the expansion of state-owned
enterprises to a global scale. As a result, these
enterprises began to operate in 42 foreign coun-
tries, and the gross revenues of the 20 largest of
them tripled - from 7 to 22 billion dollars.

An analysis of property reform in Central
and Eastern Europe (CEE) shows that the trans-
formation process coincided in time with a trans-
formational crisis. In these conditions, the activi-
ties of both privatized and state-owned enterpris-
es were influenced by external factors (free in-
vestment resources, the level of macroeconomic
stability, the structure of production, the invest-
ment climate, the presence of sales markets, and
others). Under these conditions, common in the
early 90s. claims that privatized enterprises per-
form better than state-owned enterprises have
proved insufficiently unfounded. At the same
time, countries such as Slovenia and Poland,
where the privatization process was unfolding
more slowly than in other CEE countries, in
which decisive measures were taken to create a
competitive environment, already in the mid-90s.
demonstrated steady growth.

In all CEE countries, there have been cas-
es of foreign investors acquiring ownership of
enterprises that are their potential or current
competitors in order to place a competitor under
control, restrict production, or completely liqui-
date it. It became obvious that direct sale of state



assets as a method of privatization is effective
only if there are developed market institutions.

In these countries, in the course of mass
privatization, property certificates (vouchers,
vouchers, coupons) were transferred to the popu-
lation for a small fee, which became legal tender
during the privatization of state property. The so-
called program of equal access to property by
means of vouchers (coupons) reached both do-
mestic and foreign investors.

The voucher privatization schemes im-
plemented in the CEE countries varied in a num-
ber of aspects. Poland and Romania in their pri-
vatization programs advocated the centralization
of this process. Governments have been given
great rights in deciding which enterprises and
how they will participate in privatization. In
Romania, this approach has encountered less
difficulties due to the tradition of rigidly central-
ized management in the previous stages of the
country's development. In Poland, the central-
ized management of the privatization process
was practically blocked by the power structures.

In Romania, each enterprise began to transfer 30%

of its property for privatization under a voucher
scheme.

Corruption is often a negative manifesta-
tion of the excessive presence of the state in the
economy. Its highest level was observed in the
Russian Federation, Ukraine, as well as in a
number of other CIS countries. In the absence of
transparency of privatization processes, lobbying
of narrow departmental and private interests,
oligarchic structures have formed in these coun-
tries, with the negative effect of which society
has not been able to get rid of in the flesh until
now. Among them are the export of capital
abroad, an unjustified rise in prices for manufac-
tured products, environmental problems, and
unfair wages of employed personnel.

In the long term, privatization reduces the
level of corruption, as it begins to restrict the
freedom of action of officials, expands competi-
tion and transparency in this area. However, in
the short term, the need for complex negotiations
to approve the terms of privatization creates
temptation and opportunities for abuse. Weak
institutions are unlikely to resist this temptation.
If corruption becomes evident in the eyes of the
public, then a negative image of privatization is
formed, although the transactions themselves can
have high economic and financial sense.

For example, many specialists and ordi-
nary citizens of the Russian Federation still
speak negatively about the “Chubays” voucher
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privatization of the 90s of the last century, which
creates a negative connotation for the image of
all privatized enterprises. As a result of this pri-
vatization, many strategic objects were seized by
illegitimate persons (in particular, in the mining
industry, metallurgy, the chemical industry,
heavy engineering, in the media, as well as in
other highly liquid areas). In fact, a start was
given to the “black” redistribution of public
property, its seizure from labor collectives, from
the state in favor of a narrow circle of “share-
holders” possessing the power, strength and cru-
elty of the actions taken.

As a result of this privatization, the state
squandered a significant part of budget funds (in
particular, in lost funds in the form of taxes and
dividends), and the employed - jobs. Raider sei-
zures, periodic judicial showdowns suspended
the activities of many basic enterprises, and a
reduction in the production of industrial and
technical products undermined macroeconomic
stability, contributed to inflation, worsened the
business environment, which reduced investment
flows. Many large enterprises could not go
through such a difficult period of privatization
and were forced to close (with the exception of
the military-industrial complex, as well as not
which are strategic areas in which the govern-
ment was still able to protect the interests of the
state thanks to the intervention of the security
forces).

On the other hand, according to a number
of economists, the reform of state assets is today
an economic and political necessity. First, where
there is excessive government interference and
lack of public oversight, there are high opportu-
nities for corruption. So, in Uzbekistan, the cur-
rent situation led to the fact that by 2020 the
country had an unfavorable situation with this
dangerous social evil (the country was in 153
place out of 180 countries in the world in the
corruption perception rating of Transparency
International for 2019). In this regard, World
Bank experts advise Uzbekistan to carry out a
large-scale privatization of state assets. Secondly,
the dominance of state-owned enterprises in any
sector discourages private investors from enter-
ing the markets, because in these conditions, the
state is trying to create more favourable condi-
tions for state enterprises. Thirdly, the experi-
ence of recent years shows that the domination
of state-owned enterprises and monopolies leads
to ineffective activities - low quality of products,
high production costs and prices, which are ulti-
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mately passed on to the state budget and the
population.

Thus, a selective analysis of the produc-
tion and financial activities of 1,703 enterprises

with a state share in the authorized capital of 50%

or more in 2017-2019 revealed that the number
of state-owned enterprises operating at a loss has
significantly increased in recent years. If at the
end of 2017, 181 enterprises (10.6% of the total
number of analyzed entities) had unprofitable
activities, then at the end of 2018 - 213 enter-
prises (12.5%), in 2019 - 241 enterprises
(14.2%).

The physical volumes of natural gas pro-
duced by state-owned enterprises in Uzbekistan
are falling from year to year. So, if in 2017 the
production of this energy resource in the repub-
lic amounted to 39.3 billion cubic meters, then in
2018 it decreased by 10% (35.4 billion cubic
meters), in 2019 - by 5.4% (33.5 billion cubic
meters). This circumstance is reflected in a de-
crease in tax revenues from enterprises in the
industry. If at the end of 2018 the total amount
of tax revenues from Uzbekneftegaz JSC, Uz-
transgaz JSC and Khududgaztaminot JSC
amounted to 13.3 billion soums, then in 2019
revenues decreased by 7.5%. Given such dynam-
ics, the country may experience a growing short-
age of strategic energy resources in the near fu-
ture.

In the electric power industry, there is a
slight increase in the volume of electricity gen-
erated by thermal power plants. So, if in 2018
the total volume of electricity generated amount-
ed to 56.3 billion kwh of electricity, in 2019
56.4 billion kWh was generated (an increase of
0.2%). In 2020, the growth in electricity genera-
tion amounted to about 3.7% of the actual pro-
duction volumes in 20109.

In 2019, tax payments of enterprises in the
industry increased by 25%, which was associat-
ed with an increase in electricity tariffs. At the
same time, despite the growth of production in-
dicators, significant risks remain for the enter-
prises of the industry, due, first of all, to the high
deterioration of power units, power lines, substa-
tions and transformer stations.

So, out of 85 power units operating at the

enterprises of AO TPP, most of them - about 87%

of power units have been in operation for over
30 years. Given that the maximum service life of
this type of equipment is on average 25-30 years.

In addition, high-voltage power transmis-
sion lines with a total length of 9.7 thousand km
are used in the republic, of which about 3.0

thousand km or 31% are power lines that have
been in operation for more than 30 years.

Over 55% of substations and transformer
stations used for the distribution and transmis-
sion of electricity need to be replaced due to the
expiration of the standard operating life.

The current production capacities availa-
ble in the republic cannot provide an increase in
demand from the sectors of the economy and the
population for electricity. According to the Min-
istry of Energy's forecast, electricity demand is
expected to grow by 6-7% annually, and addi-
tional capacity of 15 GW is required to meet this
demand. This is about $ 15 billion of invest-
ments until 2030, or $ 1.2 billion a year, which
may not be within the reach of the State budget.

Thus, the high deterioration of technologi-
cal equipment at all stages of production and
transmission of electricity to the final consumer,
testifies in general to a low level of overall effi-
ciency of enterprises, their lack of competitive-
ness and non-compliance with modern standards.

The privatization of state-owned enterpris-
es will help increase their economic efficiency.
An increase in production and sales of products
as a result of competition will lead to an increase
in tax revenues, since privatized enterprises use
fixed assets more efficiently in the absence of
benefits and indulgences.

Consequently, the reform of state assets
and their privatization will be able to improve
the competitive environment in the economy in
the medium and long term, will reduce political
risks and will contribute to an increase in the
inflow of foreign investment into the economy
of Uzbekistan. A country with a more competi-
tive economy always has a relatively high sover-
eign credit rating, and places securities on inter-
national financial markets on favourable terms.

State-owned enterprises that are ineffec-
tively managed and show negative profitability
indicators have to periodically provide support at
the expense of already limited budgetary re-
sources. As a result, fiscal risks are growing,
leading to suboptimal capital investments and
high levels of contingent liabilities. Often, state-
owned enterprises are not transparent enough
and their reporting systems do not comply with
international financial reporting standards. This
does not allow obtaining reliable data and re-
vealing their real financial position.

The main goal of the property reform in
Uzbekistan is to improve the efficiency of state-
owned enterprises and the national economy as a
whole. The reform involves the transformation



of large state-owned enterprises, the introduction
of modern methods of corporate governance and
financial audit, increased transparency and fi-
nancial stability, as well as improving their abil-
ity to meet their debt obligations without gov-
ernment involvement. In general, the reform im-
plies the introduction of market principles at
state enterprises, their privatization and the crea-
tion of additional opportunities for attracting pri-
vate capital.

In this regard, the government of Uzbeki-
stan has taken a course to increase the role of the
private sector in the ongoing structural reforms,
improve the competitive and investment envi-
ronment.

After the currency liberalization carried
out in 2017 and the improvement of the tax
sphere in 2019-2020, the reform of state-owned
enterprises currently under way can be classified
as the third most important, but more complex in
content and scale. The experience of European
countries accumulated in the 1990s shows that
the correct implementation of such a reform is a
very difficult and responsible task due to possi-
ble difficulties and mistakes. We are talking
about both the current institutional environment
and the possible lack of a clear understanding
among stakeholders about the potential of the
reforms, which can limit the scope of the reform
and even lead to abuse and losses.

Previous attempts to reform state-owned
enterprises in Uzbekistan have been unsuccess-
ful due to the lack of the necessary institutional
framework. In recent years, the government has
undertaken careful preliminary preparations for
the implementation of the forthcoming reform.
Since 2019, the State Assets Management Agen-
cy has been working to create a systematized
database of state enterprises in the republic. Giv-
en the existence of a conflict of interest between
the regulatory and commercial activities of state-
owned enterprises, structural transformations are
underway in various sectors, including in the oil
and gas and electric power industries, the mining
and metallurgical and electrical industries, civil
aviation, in the field of road construction, build-
ing materials, agriculture and other sectors of the
economy. ...

The following preparatory work has been
carried out in the energy sector:

1. In 2019, an authorized state body in the
field of regulation and supervision of partici-
pants in the domestic market of the energy in-
dustry was formed - the Ministry of Energy of
the Republic of Uzbekistan.
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2. In order to further develop and reform
the electric power industry, Uzbekenergo was
reorganized by dividing it into 3 separate joint-
stock companies according to their functional
focus - production, transportation, distribution
and sales.

3. In order to improve the management
system and form an effective organizational
structure, Uzbekneftegaz JSC is also divided into
3 parts - production, transportation, distribution
and sales. In the future, it is planned to attract
investors through primary and secondary public
offering of shares on the domestic and interna-
tional stock markets.

With the adoption of the Presidential De-
cree of 12.05.2020 No. UP-5992 "On the Strate-
gy for Reforming the Banking System of the Re-
public of Uzbekistan for 2020-2025", the privat-
ization of the banking sector began in the coun-
try.

In accordance with the Presidential Decree
No.UP-6096 of October 27, 2020, the Ministry
of Finance was entrusted with the task of organ-
izing the implementation of all the powers of a
shareholder on behalf of the state, preparing fi-
nancial statements of enterprises and developing
a financial recovery strategy for them, introduc-
ing modern corporate governance (clause 2 De-
cree). In recent years, the role of this ministry
has been strengthened in carrying out structural
reforms, in particular in managing the influence
of state-owned enterprises on the formation of
budgetary funds, including through financial su-
pervision and assessment of possible fiscal risks.

The Ministry of Economic Development
and Poverty Reduction, the Antimonopoly
Committee, the Anti-Corruption Agency and the
State Assets Management Agency were instruct-
ed to conduct an inventory of benefits and pref-
erences, critically review the activities of joint-
stock companies and make proposals for organ-
izing their activities on the basis of market prin-
ciples (paragraph 4 of this Decree).

A necessary step for the implementation of
the reform is the formation of a clear coordina-
tion of the activities of key ministries, depart-
ments, agencies and other structures. The coor-
dinated activities of the economic block of the
government, in particular, the Ministry of Eco-
nomic Development, the Ministry of Finance,
the Central Bank, the MIFT, local authorities, as
well as the support provided by the country's
leadership in bringing the reform to its logical
conclusion, is the main guarantor for successful
large-scale transformations.
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The presidential decree determines which
spheres of activity will be dealt with by the state,
and which - by the private sector. It is envisaged
that the capacities for the production of cars, tex-
tiles and other goods will be transferred to pri-
vate entrepreneurs.

In February 2021, a list of 11 state assets
put up for auction since March of this year was
approved in the republic. Among them are the
Poytakht business center, newspaper production
facilities, the Malika shopping and household
service complex, a hotel, recreation areas and
other facilities (list No. 1 to Presidential Decree
No. UP-6167). It is envisaged that 95% of the
funds received will be directed to the State
Budget, and 5% will remain at the disposal of
the Fund for the Management, Transformation
and Privatization of State Assets.

In addition, 18 enterprises are put up for
auction, whose state shares have been sold since
April this year. Among them are Fergana Oil
Refinery (100%), Quartz (89.5%), Trest-12
(51%), Kokand Mechanical Plant (64.1%), Uz-
bekkhimmash (44.7%), "Zhizzak Plastics"
(85.8%), Samarkand winery named after Khov-
renko (71.2%) and other facilities. Almost all
privatized companies operate in the form of joint
stock companies.

The sale of state shares is carried out by
transferring them to the authorized capital of the
investment company UzAssets JSC at par. The
distribution of the funds received is the same as
in the previous list.

It is envisaged that the share owned by
Uzkimyosanoat JSC (Khimprom) is transferred
at book value due to the decrease in the state's
share in the authorized capital of UzAssets JSC
investment company at par and put up for auc-
tion as a single package.

It should be noted that in 2019, in accord-
ance with the decree of the President of the Re-
public of Uzbekistan dated April 10, 2019, the
Indonesian company PT Trans Asia Resources
was supposed to receive 100% of the share of
the Fergana refinery belonging to Uzneft-
makhsulot with an initial redemption payment of
$ 16 million.

The government decree established the
conditions for the implementation of the state
share, including attracting at least $ 120 million
for the working capital of the FNPZ. However,
according to the Agency for State Assets Man-
agement, it was decided to transfer the Fergana
Oil Refinery to the trust management of Jizzakh
Petroleum LLC. The Jizzakh Petroleum joint

venture was established in June 2017 by Uz-
bekneftegaz and Gas Project Development Cen-
tral Asia (a subsidiary of Gazprom International).
According to the project, the shares of partici-
pants in the authorized capital were redistributed
with a decrease in the share of Uzbekneftegaz
from 60% to 30% and an increase in the share of
foreign founders from 40% to 70%.

In June 2020, the composition of the
founders was as follows: Belvor Holding Lim-
ited from Cyprus (68%), Uzbekneftegaz (30%)
and Gas Project Development Central Asia (2%),
and now the shares are distributed between Uz-
bekneftegaz and Belvor Holding Limited 49%
each. In the same month, it was reported that the
Fergana refinery would be modernized for $ 300
million. Jizzakh Petroleum planned to launch
production of Al-92 gasoline and Euro-5 diesel
fuel there from mid-2023.

In our opinion, the privatization of the
FNPZ through the sale of the state share is an
insufficiently justified decision. It would be bet-
ter for the government to initiate the construction
of an oil pipeline and provide the factories with
the necessary raw materials and circulating as-
sets through the issuance of internal loan bonds.
A one-time profit from the sale of a state share
instead of a constant and stable income from the
activities of this strategic enterprise is not the
best option for solving the problem of a refin-
ery's payback.

The reform of state-owned enterprises in
the medium and long term should increase the
economic efficiency of enterprises, have a bene-
ficial effect on the formation of budget funds,
economic growth, employment, living standards
and other spheres of the economy.

International experience of privatization
shows that the reform of state-owned enterprises
is not a one-time act, but the construction of a
sequence of intermediate decisions depending on
the confluence of circumstances and the dynam-
ics of macroeconomic indicators. In this regard,
in order to achieve the success of the reform of
state assets, mutual coordination of the reforms
being carried out with monetary and fiscal
measures is necessary. In the process of expand-
ing the scope of market instruments, it is advisa-
ble to fully control the situation with price jumps,
the provision of high-quality social protection
and the creation of social capital. The removal of
price controls must be accompanied by the elim-
ination of existing imbalances.

It should be noted that the extractive in-
dustries, as well as strategic enterprises, must



remain state-owned (the controlling stake must
remain with the state), which will ensure the
economic security of the state. Sustainable oper-
ation of large economic facilities will ensure the
filling of the domestic market with raw materials,
energy carriers and other basic goods at afforda-
ble prices. These enterprises can continue to be
the main sources of the formation of budgetary
funds. In turn, the state will control the environ-
mental situation in the involved territories and
provide support for the export activities of raw
material enterprises. The stability and sustaina-
bility of the development of this area will create
favorable conditions for industries that produce
products with a high degree of processing and
added value. The production of consumer goods
and the provision of services should be carried
out primarily in private, collective and other en-
terprises operating in competitive markets.

The activities of enterprises with a state
share should be carried out under the close scru-
tiny of the State Assets Management Agency,
the Accounts Chamber, the Ministry of Finance,
public organizations that ensure effective man-
agement, corporate governance, protection of the
interests of shareholders and the workforce, and
optimal and fair distribution of income from
product sales. Market factors in this area should
be of secondary importance, and issues of
achieving economic security and justice should
be the main role.

The concentration of countries' resources,
an orientation towards the production of final
products from regional raw materials, taking into
account the use of the existing labor force poten-
tial in the regions, will significantly increase the
competitiveness of each region and the associa-
tion as a whole in the world division of labor. In
order to solve these problems, it is necessary to
use the positive experience and approaches to
the privatization of state assets and the regula-
tion of local and global investment flows.

Conclusions and prospects for further
research. Carrying out the reform of state-
owned enterprises on a systematic basis, taking
into account their compatibility, consistency,
economic security and justice, expanding trans-
parency to society, will significantly reduce risks
and provide additional opportunities to increase
the efficiency of large-scale transformations and
achieve the established priorities of socio-
economic development at the republican level,
and the Central Asian region and the market.

We see overcoming the identified negative
trends in the country's socio-economic situation
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in the use of mechanisms for improving property
relations, among which we will single out the
following. 1. Restriction of the use by the bu-
reaucracy (represented by officials) of the prop-
erty rights of the state. 2. Using a wide range of
mechanisms to protect property rights. In addi-
tion to mechanisms of direct public and private
enforcement, based on state regulation of proper-
ty rights and supervision of their observance, the
use of self-enforcement and group enforcement,
based on the principle of partners' interest in ob-
serving agreements. 3. Increasing the responsi-
bility of society for the realization of its own in-
terests, as well as the provision by the state of
mechanisms for the implementation of such re-
sponsibility. The responsibility of the Uzbek so-
ciety lies in the development of public control
(over the activities of the state and business) and
public initiative in order to intensify the process-
es of economic transformation. Increasing the
responsibility of society, as well as ensuring the
equality of participants in the "business-society-
state” triumvirate, is possible through the devel-
opment of such a form of collective appropria-
tion as cooperative property, as well as in the
form of joint-stock companies of workers (peo-
ple's enterprises). 4. Creation of a system of na-
tional property. The main components of the sys-
tem of national property are: constitutional con-
solidation of natural resources throughout Uz-
bekistan in the form of the collective property of
the entire society; an open competitive market
regime for the economic exploitation of national
wealth, ensuring the required level of its profita-
bility; national dividend, that is, a part of entre-
preneurial income and rent from the commercial
exploitation of natural resources accumulated in
the development fund.

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Formulation of the problem. The experi-
ence of foreign countries is useful for the for-
mation of a system of state regulation of rural
and agricultural development. Now in developed
countries, sustainable rural development is one
of the main goals of regional policy, closely
linked and consistent with spatial development.
Europe has accumulated many years of experi-
ence in the preparation of national and regional
programs for rural development [1 - 4]. Devel-
opment of education, transport and information

and communication infrastructure and improve-
ment of access to social services envisaged as
measures to support rural areas. Significant fi-
nancial resources directed to improving soil fer-
tility, building rural roads and power lines.

In the late 1980s - early 1990 in Europe,
the transition to a new rural policy has begun,
which based not on the sectoral, but on the terri-
torial principle of development. Its main goals
are to increase the competitiveness of agriculture
and forestry through restructuring measures and



the use of innovations; improving the state of the
environment in rural areas; improving the quality
of life of the rural population; and diversifying
the rural economy.

One of the tools for rural development is
the LEADER program developed by the Europe-
an Union, which orientates rural development
from an exogenous to an endogenous approach
in order to activate the hidden opportunities of
rural areas and increase investment in local so-
cial capital. Rural development combines sec-
toral and territorial approaches that complement
each other.

Analysis of recent research and publica-
tions. In all European Union (EU) countries, the
developed national programs for rural develop-
ment are implement through four main subpro-
grams (axes): Increasing the competitiveness of
the agricultural and forestry industries (1); Im-
proving the environment (2); Quality of life in
the countryside and diversification of the rural
economy (3); LEADER (5) [5].

The first subprogramme focuses on in-
creasing the competitiveness of agriculture and
forestry, developing the food industry through
investment and innovation. The second subpro-
gramme focuses on the sustainable use of agri-
cultural and forest land. The main objectives of
the third subprogram is the diversification of the
rural economy (creation of non-agricultural ac-
tivities). The last subprogram - LEADER - is
aim at creating and implementing local devel-
opment strategies [6, p. 16-17].

The purpose of this article is to study
foreign experience in the implementation of state
policy for rural development.

Presentation of the main material of the
study. Directions and measures for the imple-
mentation of rural sustainable development pro-
grams of the EU:

Axis 1: Improving the competitiveness of
the agricultural and forestry sectors.

1.1 Dissemination of knowledge and hu-
man capacity building: vocational training and
information activities, formation of young farm-
ers, early retirement, use of advisory services,
establishment of managers, advisory services
and assistance services.

1.2 Restructuring and developing physical
capacities and promoting innovation: moderniz-
ing agricultural assets, improving the economic
value of forests, adding value to agricultural and
forest products, cooperation to develop new
products, processes and technologies in the agro-
industrial sector and forestry, infrastructure re-

lated to development and adaptation of agricul-
ture and forestry, restoration of the potential of
agricultural production.

1.3 Quality of agricultural products and
products: harmonization of standards based on
EU legislation, participation of farmers in food
quality programs, Information and promotional
activities.

1.4  Transitional — measures:  semi-
subsistence farming, producer groups, provision
of advisory and other services to farmers.

Axis2: Improving the environment.

2.1 Sustainable use of agricultural land:
subsidies to farmers living in mountainous areas
for farming in disadvantaged natural areas, sub-
sidies to farmers for farming in other disadvan-
taged natural areas, payments under the Natura
2000 program, and payments related to the Eu-
ropean Commission Directive 2000/60, agri-
environmental payments, payments under the
animal welfare program.

2.2. Sustainable use of forest land: the first
plantations on agricultural land, the first agrofor-
estry systems on agricultural land, the first plan-
tations on non-agricultural land, payments under
the Natura 2000 program, payments for the
preservation of the forest environment, restora-
tion of forest potential and implementation of
preventive measures, non-productive investment.

Axis 3: Quality of life in rural areas and
diversification of the rural economy.

3.1 Diversifying the rural economy: diver-
sifying non-agricultural activities, supporting the
creation and development of businesses, encour-
aging tourism activities.

3.2 Improving the quality of life in rural
areas: basic services for the economy and rural
population, renovation and development of vil-
lages, preservation and renewal of rural tradi-
tions, training and information, skills acquisition
and development of rural revitalization measures
in order to prepare and implement local devel-
opment strategies.

Axis 4: LEADER.

4. Improving local development strategies:
competitiveness, environment, land management,
quality of life, diversification, implementation of
cooperative projects. Introduction of local initia-
tive groups. Acquisition of skills and revitaliza-
tion measures.

In 1992-2005. EU countries allocated 16-
20% of all subsidies for the development of rural
areas [7]. In 2016, the EU spent 30% of the total
financial support in agriculture for these purpos-
es.
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In the period 2014-2020 the EU budget
for the development of rural areas will amount to
95.3 billion euros. The annual budget volume
remains stable at € 13.6 billion. The share of
budgetary funds for the development of rural
areas projected at 20% of the total amount of
support for agriculture and rural areas [8]. This

helps to sustainably development rural areas,
supporting them both at the territorial and sec-
toral levels. The largest recipients of support are
Poland (11.5%), Italy (10.9%) and France
(10.4%), followed by Spain (8.7%), Germany
(8.6%) and Romania (8, 4%) (Figure 1).

State support for agriculture is associated
with its low profitability, as well as the preserva-
tion of the price scissors for agricultural products
and purchased means of production. Over a very
long period, especially over the past 80 years,
the state system of agricultural support has gone
through several stages, but in general, it retains
its continuity and serves as the basis for stable
agricultural production. In the EU countries, in
2016, the share of direct subsidies in the total
amount of financial support to agriculture and
rural areas was 65%, market measures - 5% [9].
EU budget for 2014-2020 it envisaged to allo-
cate 71% for direct support of agriculture, 4%

for market measures and 24% for rural develop-
ment measures (Table 1).

Analysis of foreign experience of state
support for agriculture shows that its level re-
mains high. The OECD report "Monitoring and
Evaluation of Agricultural Policy 2018" shows
that in 51 studied countries for supporting agri-
culture in the period 2015-2017. US $ 620 bil-
lion (€ 551 billion) allocated annually. About 78%
of this amount donated to farmers to support in-
come. The share of financial support in the gross
receipts of farms was 15% [10]. The largest re-
cipients of funding are France (8.9 billion euros),
Germany (6.2) and Spain (6.1 billion euros).

Agricultural support has a significant im-
pact on farm incomes. The share of subsidies in
the gross profit of farms on average across the
EU was 13.4%. This share was highest in Fin-
land (32.3%) and lowest in the Netherlands
(3.6%). The share of budgetary support to the
value of gross domestic product in China is
1.96%, Turkey - 1.93, Korea - 1.79, Japan - 1.06,
Iceland - 1305, Switzerland - 1.01, Norway - 0.8,
in Russia - 0.72%. In the United States, support
per hectare of arable land is 7.6 times higher
than in Russia, China - 10.3 times, EU - 13 times,
Norway - 41.1 times, Japan - 55.7 times. The
level of budgetary support for agricultural pro-
ducers to the cost of products in economically
developed countries is 32%, in the EU - 35, then
in our country - 6.9% [11, p. 29].

For the northern zone, primarily the Euro-
pean part of Russia, the experience of the state
policy of rural development in Finland is very
valuable. Finland after nearly 500 years of Swe-
dish and Russian dependence in the 21st century
is a model of success in rural and agricultural
development [12, 13]. Finland is the northern-
most country of all Scandinavian countries, it is
similar in terms of population distribution over
the territory to the Russian North, it is closer to
our country, has more than a century of experi-
ence in the Russian Empire (from 1809 to 1917).
In Finland, agriculture and forestry are connect-
ed, peasants legally assigned to use forests, and
from the sale of timber, they receive significant
incomes, which are used to modernize agricul-
ture. The integration of agriculture, forestry and
forestry is especially relevant for the northern
taiga of Russia in order to generate additional
income and increase the employment of peasants.
Finnish farmers are successfully using the ad-
vantages of the northern economy for the pro-
duction of organic food.

A distinctive feature of the development of
agriculture in Finland is the combination of crop
and livestock production, which has ensured the
sustainability of agriculture. The country has
formed the principle of combining agricultural
production, the northern rural structure, the de-
velopment of rural areas, which can used as the
basis for the methods and forms of farming and
the development of rural areas in the northern
and non-chernozem regions of Russia.

Rural politics in Finland today began to
take shape in the 1960s and 1970s. During these
years, programs for their development developed,
the Society for Rural Planning created, and

grass-roots initiatives in villages were encour-
aged. In the period 1988-1990. The first Rural
Policy Program implemented in the country, the

Finland after almost 500 years of Swedish
and Russian dependence in the 21st century is a
model of success in rural and agricultural devel-
opment [12, 13]. The study of its success is es-
pecially useful for the northern and non-
chernozem regions of Russia. Agriculture in Fin-
land almost exclusively based on family farms.
Now there are about 70 thousand private farms,
of which 85% occupy an area of up to 50 hec-
tares [14, p. 149]. In Finland, 90% of farms are

members of different cooperatives. More than 90%

of milk and 75% of meat sold through farmers'
cooperatives. Farmers through cooperatives pur-
chase up to 50% of fertilizers, 40% of machinery
and 65% of the cow population, as well as re-
ceive consulting services. Currently, most of the
production structure of farms made up of crop
farms, and then livestock farms. In 2017, 24% of
farms were livestock farms and 71% were crop
farms. In 2017, almost 7,300 farms specialized
in dairy farming [15].

During 2006-2016 farm profitability re-
mained at the level of 5-6 billion euros. Due to
the lack of sales revenues and subsidies, entre-
preneurial profit and profitability were negative
(Table 2).

Rural politics in Finland today began to
take shape in the 1960s and 1970s. During these
years, programs for their development developed,
the Society for Rural Planning created, and
grass-roots initiatives in villages were encour-
aged. In the period 1988-1990. The first Rural
Policy Program implemented in the country, the

The peculiarity of farming by Finnish
farmers lies in their mutual assistance to each
other, their social mutual assistance is widely
developed. This support for farmers rooted in
Finland's centuries-old traditions and continues
to this day. Such mutual assistance and trust of
farmers is acceptable for different types of work,
distinguishing them by their exceptional exact-
ingness towards themselves and, thereby empha-
sizing their national idea of the quality of the
products produced [15, p.55].

Rural policy in Finland focused on
strengthening the mutual functioning of all
stakeholders in agreeing on common goals and
developing optimal and acceptable ways of solv-
ing problems for all. The fundamental mecha-
nisms for achieving this strategic goal are social
interaction, social trust, collective and expert
assessment.

Agricultural support in Finland based on
the EU's Common Agricultural Policy (CAP)
and on national assistance. CAP assistance in-
cludes EU-funded direct payments and co-
financed payments to less favored areas (LFA).
In Finland, these payments complemented by
national aid, which includes northern aid, na-
tional aid for southern Finland, and several other
payments.

In 2018, support for Finnish agriculture
under the CAP will amount to € 1,412 million. It
consists of payments for crops and livestock
(524 million euros), payments for less favorable
areas (540 million euros) and environmental
payments (241 million euros). Additional sup-
port for organic production and livestock pro-
duction (€ 107 million) is funded either by the
EU itself or co-financed by the EU and Finland.

ATS payments are an integral part of the
common market and fully funded from the EU
budget. The EU accounts for less than 20% of
LFA and over 40% of environmental payments.
The rest paid from national funds. In addition to
EU support, Finnish farmers receive national
assistance. In 2018, it planned to pay out 323
million euros to farms. The national aid scheme
includes northern aid (€ 294.5 million), national
aid for southern Finland and several other na-
tional aid programs. The amount of national as-
sistance for 2012 - 2-18 decreased by 40%, in-
cluding northern aid - 10%, and aid to southern
Finland - 3.2 times (Figure 2).

In 2017, the total number of farms (more
than 1 ha) in Finland with state support was less
than 50,500. This number was 1.9 times less
than in 1995 (at the time of accession to the EU).
For 22 years of Finland's membership in the EU,
the number of farms has decreased by more than
47%, or 45.1 thousand. On average, the number
of farms has decreased at a rate of 2.9% per year.
The largest decline was in eastern Finland (near-
ly 50%) and the smallest in northern Finland
(41%). In southern and central Finland (47%),
the rate of change was in line with the national
average. The decrease in the number of farms
accompanied by an increase in the size of the
cultivated land. 1995-2017 their size has almost
doubled (from 22.8 to 45 hectares). The smallest
farm size is in eastern Finland, where the share
of the smallest farms is also higher than in other
parts of the country. The share of farms with
more than 50 hectares of arable land is the larg-
est in southern and northern Finland, where they
account for about a third of all farms. More than
50% of farms with more than 100 hectares of
arable land are located in southern Finland. Al-
most half of the available land is located in the
south of Finland.

Northern aid to farms north of 62 latitude
covers more than half (56%) of the country's cul-
tivated area. Northern Aid consists of milk pro-
duction and assistance programs based on animal
numbers and acreage. It also includes assistance
for greenhouse production, assistance in storing
horticultural products, wild berries and mush-
rooms, and livestock-related payments for rein-

deer. Northern aid in 2017 amounted to 300.3
million euros; according to estimates for 2018, it
will reach 294.5 million euros. Financial assis-
tance for milk production will amount to 161
million euros. The effectiveness of northern aid
assessed every five years. This solution provides
Finland with greater flexibility in the implemen-
tation and monitoring of aid.

Structural support for agriculture and
farmer assistance services is important in Fin-
land. Forms of structural assistance include in-
terest rate subsidies, investment subsidies, and
government guarantees. In 2018, the maximum
assistance for subsidized interest-bearing loans
will be € 250 million. They provided mainly for
financing industrial buildings and for young be-
ginning farmers, for the purchase of real estate
and equipment. In 2018, it planned to allocate
67.5 million euros to assist young farmers and
support investments.

Finnish farmers receive investment sup-
port for the purchase of equipment, construction
for 40% of all costs [12]. The state invests in the
production of ecological products. More than
12.6 million euros spent annually in the devel-
opment of clean technologies [13]. In general,
state support for farmers accounts for 40% of his
income. Financial support directly depends on
the effective work of farmers.

The country has a program for early re-
tirement of farmers. In 2018, the total pension
support estimated at 59 million euros. Full-time
livestock farmers are entitled to 26 vacation days
per year. In Finland, there are farmer assistance
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services that provide them with services to keep
their farms running on holidays, in the event of
illness and accidents. In 2018, the funds used to
help farmers will amount to approximately 145
million euros.

Having studied the state and financial sup-
port of agriculture in Finland. Can concluded
that the government of the country has chosen
the right strategy and created such effective in-
struments that it was able to achieve sustainable
development of agriculture, thanks to compre-
hensive programs and appropriate financial sup-
port to farmers. Today, agriculture and rural are-
as in Finland distinguished by a high level of
development from many other countries.

Rural policy in Finland focused on
strengthening the mutual functioning of all
stakeholders in agreeing on common goals and
developing optimal and acceptable ways of solv-
ing problems for all. The fundamental mecha-
nisms for achieving this strategic goal are social
interaction, social trust, collective and expert
assessment.

The Canadian experience in the develop-
ment of rural areas is also valuable for the north-
ern regions of Russia. In 1998, after numerous
discussions between the federal provincial au-
thorities and rural residents, 11 priority areas of
state policy for rural development adopted:

* improving access to federal programs
and services;

* increasing financing for the development
of rural business;

* improving programs for rural and indig-
enous youth;

* improving educational level and leader-
ship skills among the rural population;

* development of rural infrastructure;

* development of skills in the use of mod-
ern technologies, which are used mainly in the
economy;

» diversification of economic activity with
appropriate targeted support;

* improving access to educational services;

» Formation of strategic partnerships that
promote the development of the interests of var-
ious groups of the rural population;

* promotion of the brand “Rural Canada -
a place for a decent life”.

To achieve results in these areas, the Part-
nership for the Development of Rural Canada
(Partnership) created, which is located in the
Department of Agriculture and Food Canada.
Since 2009, the Partnership has been giving
preference to the development of rural settle-

ments, especially in the northern part, creating a
multispectral character between several rural
settlements and supporting the introduction of
innovations in the countryside [15].

In addition, one of the effective tools
aimed at the development of rural areas in Cana-
da was the "Federal Strategy for Sustainable De-
velopment for 2016-2019". Ehe purpose of
which is to solve the main five tasks: the concept
of measures to prevent climate change; applying
new innovations and technologies in all indus-
tries to reduce costs in the long term (green in-
frastructure); creating sustainable ecosystems;
regulation of the activities of industry and ship-
ping in order to preserve the quantity and quality
of water; preservation of human health, well-
being and quality of life [17].

It should be note that rural communities
created in rural Canada play a key role in the
country's economy, and changes in the form of
new transformative technologies and climate
change are creating new opportunities for the
development of rural Canada. Canada is serious
about greening agricultural production, which
allowed it to enter the global food market with
competitive products. The organic food market
in Canada has reached 5.4 billion Canadian dol-
lars, and the annual growth rate of organic agri-
cultural products is 8.7% [18]. The Government
of Canada is supporting rural communities
through the High Level Rural Economic Devel-
opment Strategy.

The successful development of rural Can-
ada is support by the Canadian Rural Revitaliza-
tion Foundation (CRRF), which has been operat-
ing since 1989. Today CRRF is an organization
of members from all over Canada, with various
international connections, providing rural leaders,
rural organizations, development specialists,
government policymakers, researchers, students
and others interested in the future of rural Cana-
da. The result of the integrated work of the gov-
ernment and the rural population, the adoption of
effective programs, has resulted in increased ef-
ficiency of agricultural production and sustaina-
ble development of rural areas [19].

For the northern and non-black earth terri-
tories of Russia, it is of interest to conduct high-
intensity, efficient agricultural production and
sustainable development of rural areas in Israel.
Agriculture uses 20% of the country's total terri-
tory. The land owned by the state and can leased
for 99 years. The agricultural sector employs 1%
of the country's population; its share in the struc-
ture of the gross domestic product is 2.5%. Agri-



culture provides the population with 95% of lo-
cal food 9 % of the population lives in 962 agri-
cultural settlements in Israel. The agricultural
sector characterized by a multitude of structures
- corporate farms (kibbutzim, moshivs) and pri-
vate (individual) farms).

The development of rural areas and the ru-
ral community based on Comprehensive Pro-
grams focused on: expansion of farms and entre-
preneurship, non-agricultural activities and ser-
vices; attracting investments in architecture, cul-
ture, nature protection, landscape, ethnographic
centers, national crafts, handicrafts. The experi-
ence of applying the instruments of state regula-
tion of rural development in India and China de-
serves. The Indian model of rural development
includes an active role of the state in regulating
the agricultural economy, its diversification, em-
ployment of the rural population, and the crea-
tion of a modern rural infrastructure.

The main directions of rural development
in China, defined by the XIX National Congress
of the CPC (2017) focused on: accelerating the
structural reform of agriculture; protection of
farmers' property rights; accelerated promotion
of innovations in the agricultural sector; support
for the creation of new types of activities in rural
areas; equalization of living conditions in cities
and villages [21].

Conclusions and prospects of the study.
An analysis of foreign practice in the develop-
ment of rural areas allows us to state that state
policy meets two functions - sectoral and territo-
rial, which complement each other. The evolu-
tion of rural development policy is associated
with the use of all the resources available in its
territory, leading to sustainable rural develop-
ment. Sustainable rural development is closely
linked and consistent with spatial development.
National and regional programs of these territo-
ries are a tool for rural development. Sustainable
development of rural areas and sectors of the
rural economy will require the strengthening of
interdisciplinary research.

The assessment of state support for agri-
culture in foreign countries indicates that its lev-
el remains very high and has a significant impact
on farm incomes.

Originality and practical meaning-
fulness of research are confirmed by the offered indexes for the evaluation of efficiency of registration-
financial co-operation of business subjects, the threshold values of that will show the necessity of change
the mechanism of co-operation the subjects, registration-financial instruments and components management
activity that will provide the positive socio-economic indexes of co-operation of all persons interested in
co-operation.

The assump-
tion was made that the concept of the theoretical rethinking of the social quality of life should replace the
warehouses and indicators, and the new scientific concept of the social quality of life may be the European
orientation and the transfer of the development and promotion of new standards. Presentation of the main
material: according to the results of research on the quality of life of the population as an economic and
philosophical category, indices of quality of life, national matrix of indicators of quality of life, subordina-
tion of elements of the concept of social quality of life, characteristic differences used by the EU formed
stages of theoretical rethinking of social quality of life. It is argued that the Human Development Strategy
of Ukraine is based on the principles of the concept of social quality of life, but its purpose is mainly aimed
at implementing some principles. It is established that the theoretical rethinking of the scientific concept of
social quality of life is carried out according to the appropriate algorithm of actions / stages, which was de-
veloped and based on the scientific concept of social quality of life, which reflects European values. The
originality and practical significance of the study lies in the formation of the Concept of theoretical rethink-
ing of social quality of life and further development and implementation of new standards of quality of life
based on European values. Conclusions. The study of the theoretical aspect of social quality of life allowed
to establish the subordination of elements of the concept of social quality of well-being and identified indi-
ces of quality of life, characteristic differences between the concept of quality of life and social quality. In-
dicators of social and economic security of social quality, social cohesion and social inclusion of social
quality, social opportunities have been established, but the most recognized indicator is the index / indicator
of human potential development. Five successful stages of theoretical rethinking of the social quality of life
have been identified and it has been noted that the current stage includes the implementation of the Human
Development Strategy of Ukraine. The basic provisions of the concept of social quality of life and human
values that affect the quality of life are revealed, which allowed to build an algorithm of actions / stages of
theoretical rethinking of the scientific concept of social quality of life. Based on the results of theoretical
research, the Concept of theoretical rethinking of social quality of life, which contains components and in-
dicators of social quality of life, provides for the development and implementation of new standards of so-
cial quality of life. Further research involves identifying and analyzing the factors influencing the intensifi-
cation of theoretical rethinking of social quality of life.

The issues of evaluating the efficiency of
procurement activities of consumer cooperatives of the Republic of Belarus are considered. The existing
system of indicators for evaluating the effectiveness of harvesting activities is given. The purpose of the
study is to characterize the performance indicators of the procurement activities of consumer cooperation in
the Republic of Belarus. The methodological basis of the study was modern legislative and regulatory legal
acts regulating the economic activities of organizations. Research objectives, goal achievement and problem
solving are focused on the use of chain substitution methods and mathematical analysis, which, comple-
menting each other, provide accurate information about the degree of influence of factor indicators on the
resulting indicators, which is necessary for organizations to rank areas that enhance economic security. The
main hypothesis of the study was the assumption of the possibility and expediency of forming a system of
indicators for assessing the economic security of organizations. Presentation of the main material. Addi-
tional indicators are proposed that, in the opinion of the authors, make it possible to more fully assess the
effectiveness of harvesting activities. The market economy requires from the existing variety to choose such
methods and indicators that would be quite simple in calculations and at the same time quite informative.
The originality and practical significance is confirmed by the tools we proposed, which include factor and
resulting indicators in their organic interaction, which makes it possible to objectively assess the economic
security of organizations. The practical significance of the study also lies in the fact that these methods are
applicable in all organizations, regardless of their economic and legal status, since they are built on general
economic postulates and provide for the specifics of the current economic situation in the modern era. Con-
clusions and prospects for further research. An analysis of performance indicators and methods for calcu-
lating them allows us to conclude that there are many approaches to evaluation in economics. The market
economy requires from the whole variety to choose such methods that would be quite simple in calculations
and at the same time allow you to make an accurate and unambiguous conclusion about how effective the
enterprise was in the reporting period, where mistakes were made and where the greatest successes were
achieved. A system of indicators is proposed that characterize and take into account the peculiarities of as-
sessing the economic efficiency of procurement activities in consumer cooperation organizations of the Re-
public of Belarus.

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Problem statement. Consumer coopera-
tion of the Republic of Belarus is an integral part
of the national economy of the country. One of
the leading branches of the system of consumer
cooperation is the procurement industry, which
is of great importance in solving the issues of

ensuring food security in the Republic of Belarus.

In connection with modern state policy aimed at
raising the agricultural economy and solving
many social problems, the role and importance
of the procurement activities of consumer coop-
eration in the agro-industrial complex is increas-
ing. According to the results of the population
census of the Republic of Belarus in 2019, there
are 4,319,685 households in the republic, em-
ploying 9,314,417 people, i.e. almost the entire
adult population of the country [5]. This sector
of the economy retains its importance in provid-
ing the population of the republic with food and
maintaining the food security of the state. In
2019, the population of the republic produced
agricultural products worth 3.6 billion rubles, or
18.9% of the total production in the republic [4].
The population not only consumes the produced
agricultural products, but also sells them, includ-
ing to consumer cooperation organizations. In
order to assess how effectively the purchases of
agricultural products are carried out by consumer
cooperation organizations, a system of perfor-
mance indicators is used. The purpose of this
study is to describe the existing indicators for
assessing the effectiveness of harvesting activi-
ties and substantiate additional indicators that,
according to the authors, make it possible to
more accurately assess the effectiveness. The
objectives of the study were to study and analyze
the existing methodology for assessing the effec-
tiveness of the procurement activities of con-
sumer cooperation organizations, as well as to
propose and justify additional assessment indica-
tors.

Analysis of recent research and publica-
tions. Currently, economic efficiency is consid-
ered in various aspects, and, above all, as a gen-
eral economic category. A prominent scientist
Azrilyan A.A. defines the efficiency of social
production as an economic category that charac-
terizes the effectiveness of production in com-
parison with production resources and social

needs [1]. A well-known specialist in relation to
the problems of assessing the economic efficien-
cy of the activities of consumer cooperation or-
ganizations of the Republic of Belarus on the
basis of the process of its intensification N.P.
Pisarenko noted that the content of the category
of economic efficiency is economic relations
regarding the increase in reproduction results
due to improved use of economic resources and
current costs based on the goals of a particular
economic entity and social reproduction as a
whole, as well as relations on the distribution of
efficiency results [3]. Efficiency characterizes
production structures in relation to the optimiza-
tion of all types of resources per unit of useful
result. It is connected with the methods and or-
ganizational structures of management. Thus,
efficiency is the most important category of eco-
nomic science and in its most general form it can
be defined as the ratio between the results ob-
tained and the costs incurred. However, this def-
inition characterizes this concept in a broad
sense and therefore it requires specification.

The purpose of the article is to character-
ize the performance indicators of the procure-
ment activities of consumer cooperation in the
Republic of Belarus.

Presentation of the main material. Effi-
ciency in relation to a single economic entity, as
well as in the sectoral aspect, is not identical to
efficiency on the scale of the whole society. If
the enterprise carries out its activities with min-
imal costs per unit of output, then they speak of
the efficient production of this economic entity.
This is also true for the industry, including the
system of consumer cooperation.

Procurement organizations carry out their
production activities in close connection with
various sectors of the national economy: agricul-
ture (peasant (farmer) farms, agricultural organi-
zations and personal subsidiary plots of citizens);
with trade (sell products through a network of
trade enterprises); with processing enterprises
(process products and raw materials at industrial
enterprises). As a result, the larger volumes of
harvesting will be achieved, the higher will be
the incomes of agricultural enterprises and the
rural population, the more products will go into
trade, the retail turnover and income of trade or-



ganizations will increase, the more harvested
products will be sent to processing organizations,
the resulting indicators will be better.

Thus, it can be noted that the efficiency of
procurement is a complex and multifaceted eco-
nomic category, for the evaluation of which it is
necessary to use a system of indicators that will
have to reflect the influence of various factors on
the process of procurement and sales of products,
since only a system of indicators allows a com-
prehensive analysis and make reliable results.
conclusions about the main directions and trends
of socio-economic efficiency. And although the
works of many domestic scientists, such as N.N.
Kozyreva, M.I. Lisovsky, V.P. Mankov, V.A.
Mishchenko, A.A. Naumchik, N.P., until now,
there is no unity of views among scientists in the
definition and content of this most important
category and the system of indicators that char-
acterize it.

We have made an attempt to systematize
the existing indicators for evaluating the effec-
tiveness of the procurement activities of an or-
ganization in a general form.

1. Indicators of social efficiency:

1.1. reflecting the public interest;

1.2. reflecting personal interests.

2. Indicators of economic efficiency:

2.1. Generalizing;

2.2. Private:

a) indicators of efficiency in the use of re-
sources;

b) performance indicators for the use of
fixed assets;

c) performance indicators for the use of
working capital;

d) performance indicators for the use of
current costs;

e) performance indicators of human labor;

f) indicators of self-supporting efficiency.

In modern market conditions, the success
of an organization's activity lies not so much in
its internal environment as in its external envi-
ronment, in the ability to adapt to constantly
changing market conditions, and existing meth-
ods for evaluating efficiency do not fully take
this into account. For example, harvesting is sea-
sonal. The mass harvesting season usually falls
on the 3rd quarter of the year (July, August, Sep-
tember). During this period, the need for funds to
pay for agricultural products sharply increases,
and procurement organizations use bank loans.
The effectiveness of the organization as a whole
depends on how effectively these credit re-
sources are used, and therefore we believe that
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the system of indicators of the economic effi-
ciency of procurement activities should be sup-
plemented with a group of private financial indi-
cators.

We offer the following indicators (formu-
las 1, 2, 3, 4):

1) cash flow efficiency - the ratio of net
cash flow (the difference between positive and
negative cash flow for a certain period) to the
negative cash flow for the same period. At the
same time, a positive cash flow is the money re-
ceived on the current account (AC), a negative
cash flow is the money spent from the current
account (Cl):

It is also important that, due to the season-
al nature of procurement, in order to obtain the
maximum possible profit, procurement organiza-
tions must be sensitive to constantly changing
market conditions. Purchase prices for products
and raw materials can and should be reviewed
both upwards and downwards (for example, ear-
ly varieties of fruits, berries, potatoes, vegetables
are purchased and sold at a higher price than
mid-ripening and late ones). The management of
the organization should monitor the market con-
ditions and try to extract the maximum benefit
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for the organization from price changes during
the season of harvesting. Therefore, we propose
to supplement the private performance indicators
with a group that can be generally called "the
efficiency of the enterprise's functioning”, and
the effectiveness can be assessed using such a
concept as "flexibility". Flexibility is understood
as the ability of an organization to change its
parameters under the influence of the external
environment [2]. Agility is assessed by the speed
of an organization's response to external changes
and is measured by the number of innovations,
updating the product range and other similar pa-
rameters. As a result of ongoing innovations, the
company receives additional profit by increasing
sales and saving resources. We propose to intro-
duce such a concept as "flexibility of procure-
ment activity".

The flexibility of procurement activity is
the speed in days with which the procurement
organization is able to change the volume of
procurement and prices (purchase and sale) for
purchased and sold products under the influence
of changing market conditions.

In the blanks for assessing flexibility, we
propose to carry out the calculation according to
formulas 5, 6, 7, 8:

1) The efficiency of changes in purchase
prices (A) is defined as the ratio of the amount of
income received additionally due to changes (D)
in purchase prices for a given type of product to
the costs of its transportation, storage and sorting

Methods used in the study: analysis and synthesis, scientific abstraction, histori-
cal and logical method, complex system and observational approach, information technology. The hy-
pothesis of the study is the possibility of conducting an effective market transformation. Presentation
of the main material. The chosen main directions and tasks determine the essence of the transfor-
mation. The main emphasis is placed on improving the financial condition of the agro-industrial com-
plex of the regions of the north, taking into account the characteristic features of agro-industrial pro-
duction, as well as the successful transition to the commodity market. The originality and practical
significance of the study lies in the fact that the production and market problem of the agro-industrial
complex of the regions of the north must be solved in a single context and with appropriate technologi-
cal procedures. Conclusions of the study are that the market transformation of the agro-industrial com-
plex of the regions of the north should include the solution of many consumer, infrastructural, price
and other problems, ensure the sustainable development of production and successful marketing of
goods that are more attractive to consumers, strengthen market positions in quantitative and qualitative
parameters of marketable products.

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Formulation of the problem. This study
examines the key problems of market transfor-
mation and their consequences in ensuring the
sustainability and competitiveness of the agro-
industrial complex of the regions of the north.
The main emphasis in the work is made on the

problems of forming the consumer potential of
the agro-industrial complex of the regions of the
north in accordance with market technological
procedures. The selected areas allow us to more
correctly assess the strategy for the development
of the agro-industrial complex of the regions of



the north. We must not forget that «market rela-
tions require the intensification of the activities
of innovative formations to expand functions,
which are the result of increasing demands from
consumers and contribute to improving the effi-
ciency and competitiveness of production» [1, p.
71].

If we pay attention to the relevance of the
study, we note that the problems of increasing
competitiveness are closely related to the global-
ization of the world economy and the liberaliza-
tion of domestic markets, which requires a
prompt response to any change in the market
situation.

The main task is to ensure the competitive
advantage of the agro-industrial complex of the
regions of the north. It should meet not only the
expectations of consumers and the requirements
of other stakeholders, but also regular positive
changes in long-term market activity. Based on
the above statements, we note that competition
obliges an enterprise to create a competitive
product or provide a competitive service. There
is a dialectical connection between competition
and competitiveness — one follows from the oth-
er [2, p. 13].

We must not forget that «competitive
strategy» is a narrower concept in scale than the
concept of «business strategy». Business strategy
addresses not only the issue that there is a need
to conduct competition, but also reflects func-
tional strategies, actions and plans in a variety of
functional conditions of the spheres and enter-
prises of the agro-industrial complex. [3, p. 165].
Based on the above circumstances, the complex-
system approach to the analysis of this problem
involves the use of multi-level links and inter-
sectoral integration interactions.

An important task in ensuring the competi-
tiveness of the agro-industrial complex of the
regions of the north is to improve the mechanism
for the effective interaction of its various sys-
tems, to achieve their functional integrity, pur-
posefulness and feasibility. The practical signifi-
cance of individual agricultural systems lies in
how effectively they function and are able to
contribute to positive solutions to competitive-
ness. This, in turn, requires improving the geo-
graphical structure of sales of agri-food products,
achieving the right combination of the main di-
rections of production and market development.

The logical construction of structural ele-
ments in the management system of the agro-
industrial complex of the regions of the north
allows to smooth out various contradictions be-

tween marketing, production and finance. Effec-
tive integration of existing subsystems in the
management of the agro-industrial complex of
the regions of the north can create a more favor-
able atmosphere to ensure consistent and effec-
tive interaction of supply, production and sales
technological procedures.

All options for improving the competitive-
ness of the agro-industrial complex of the re-
gions of the north should be considered from
various positions: the market, consumers, the
state of infrastructures, the possibilities of pro-
ducing goods and its sales, the presence of dis-
tinctive characteristics of a competitive ad-
vantage. This suggests that a more reliable as-
sessment of the competitiveness of the agro-
industrial complex of the regions of the north
can be obtained through the use of a systematic
approach and analysis of the states of a set of
indicators. [4, p. 119]. A special place belongs to
the streamlining of organizational issues in en-
suring the competitiveness of the agro-industrial
complex of the regions of the north, which can
preserve its competitive advantages for a long
period of time. It should be emphasized that the
competitive advantages of the agro-industrial
complex are a «product» of the system of organ-
ization and management of market opportunities
of its spheres and enterprises. [5, p. 136].

In addition to the above, there are indirect
factors in maintaining the competitiveness of
agricultural products in the commodity market.
These include the following: First, the cost of
labour in agriculture, which is relatively low
than in other sectors of the economy and subject
to a slow increase in absolute size. If, on the one
hand, this factor supports the competitiveness of
marketable products in the market, then on the
other hand, over time it destroys the principles of
labor motivation, contributes to the deterioration
of the quantitative and qualitative parameters of
marketable products; second, the presence of a
mass of «fictitious» and physically worn-out
property that are not subject to further exploita-
tion, but periodically participate in the produc-
tion processes and depreciation charges on them.
In this case, although worn-out machinery and
equipment do not greatly increase the cost of
goods produced, they do not correspond to tech-
nological operations for the cultivation of crops
and the production of livestock products, which
to a greater extent contributes to the growth of
product losses and an increase in material costs
for them; third, a high proportion of adult and
unproductive animals retained in the herd, where
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no less feed units and other expenses than highly
productive animals are spent on maintenance. As
a rule, more veterinary and zootechnical services
are provided for keeping such animals than for
the main productive animals of the herd. All this
negatively affects the activities of enterprises, to
one degree or another contributes to the growth
of the cost of production. The main task of elim-
inating this factor is to form the optimal structure
of the herd in animal husbandry, the timely
knocking out of them unproductive old animals;
fourth, the lack of funds and «forced methods»
of entering the market for the purchase (purchase
or lease) of machinery and equipment at high
prices, as well as other working capital - pay-
ment for the provision of «expensive» transport,
veterinary, zootechnical, agricultural, environ-
mental, infrastructure and other services.

The fact is that in the absence of own
funds and systematic underfunding of the agro-
industrial complex of the regions of the north
with budget funds, as well as the impossibility of
their access to credit institutions, it is very diffi-
cult to maintain efficient farms and ensure high
competitiveness. These factors dramatically in-
crease the cost of products and reduce their qual-
ity characteristics - inhibit the processes of tran-
sition to markets with the most favorable condi-
tions for the sale of goods.

The study shows that over the years of re-
form, the implementation and payback of in-
vestment projects of the agrarian economy of the
regions of the north were directly proportional to
the financial, economic and market technological
difficulties - the negative consequences of sus-
tainable development. In fact, such an unfavora-
ble trend in the management of agricultural en-
terprises is particularly alarming, showing their
complete dependence on the budget and other
financial markets, especially banking organiza-
tions. This requires a more sophisticated policy
that has three strands: 1) macroeconomic finan-
cial stabilization related to financial markets and
fiscal investment; 2) mesoeconomic vertical-
horizontal intersectoral integration - strengthen-
ing the interrelations of «productive» spheres
with underdeveloped sectors of the economy,
especially agrarian ones; 3) microeconomic pro-
duction and structural reorganization with opti-
mization options for the transition to the market.

Analysis of recent research and publica-
tions. We emphasize that the problems of market
transformation and increasing the efficiency and
competitiveness of the agro-industrial complex
have a multifaceted and complex, at the same

time «peculiarly contradictory» character, which
requires in-depth development. This problem is
more thoroughly studied in the works of many
foreign and domestic researchers. Among them,
the works of M. Y. Porter, J. A. Schumpeter, E.
N. Baumen, P. F. Drucker, G. P. Hamel, L. G.
Samers, R. R. Nelson, E. P. Golubkov, V. V.
Kotkov, R. A. Fatkhutdinov, G. L. Azoev, I. A.
Sorokin, V. N. Parakhin and many others can be
highlighted. The authors divide thoughts at dif-
ferent levels, directions and specific economic
coordinates: country, region, complex, enterprise,
product. Most of them pay attention to the study
of the development of production and the market
in a single context, but with varying degrees of
detail. This, enriching the scientific understand-
ing of their role and importance in the economic
cycle, makes it possible to use the best options in
the effective functioning of the agro-industrial
complex of the regions of the north.

Purpose of the article. The main objective
of the study is to achieve progressive market
transformation, ensure expanded reproduction
and sustainable competitiveness of the agro-
industrial complex of the regions of the north,
strengthen the relevant stakeholder ties in vari-
ous coordinates of production and the market.
The main objective of the study is to achieve
more advanced market relations using an inte-
grated-system approach.

This suggests that when designing the
production of competitive products, it is neces-
sary to take into account all factors of financial,
scientific, production and market activities. It is
this approach that will make it possible to deter-
mine the maximum use of the achievements of
NTP and a successful transition to the market, to
implement progressive market changes. Conse-
quently, the correct combination of production
and market activities of the spheres and enter-
prises of the agro-industrial complex of the re-
gions of the north makes it possible to assess the
effectiveness both in the areas of their produc-
tion activities and the food market.

Presentation of the main material of the
study. It is necessary to state the fact that the
slow pace of investment in the agro-industrial
complex of the regions of the Far North is the
main deterrent to equalizing conditions in inter-
sectoral competition and market regulation. As a
result, the processes of formation of the food
market of the regions of the north are under the
active influence of contradictory trends. On the
one hand, the decline in the production of food
products initiates a reduction in demand for



these goods, on the other hand, with a change in
the structure of demand, there is a desire to in-
tensify the intensive development of new mar-
kets - the search for new segments of the food
market.

All this is happening under the influence
of a downward wave of state financial support,
due to a large-scale reduction in demand for in-
dustrial products used in the agricultural sector
of the economy. The fact is that the market situa-
tion is formed by a system of conditions (quanti-
tative and qualitative parameters of the manufac-
tured marketable products, the ratio of supply
and demand, the level of monopolization and
competitiveness of markets, commercial and
consumer risks), which determines the specific
market situation. [6, p. 25].

Positive trends in the effective manage-
ment of the agro-industrial complex of the re-
gions of the north require the use of an intensive
investment path of development, the results of
which are clearly manifested in the following
areas: meeting the consumer demand of enter-
prises for the required quantity and quality of
resources; acceleration of capital turnover and
increase of production efficiency at the expense
of intangible values; the desire of economic enti-
ties to enter the market first and receive addi-
tional profit as an intellectual rent; and increased
use of information technology. As a rule, in the
processes of entrepreneurship development, the
demonstrated motivational options are usually
directed to the priority areas of economic activi-
ty in order to obtain useful products. If the fund-
ed scientific developments become the starting
point for the development of the agro-industrial
sector, then entrepreneurship initiates them from
within specific enterprises interested in innova-
tive turning and establishing close contacts with
the market. However, the difficulty in accessing
financial markets has led to a complication of the
socio-economic situation at all levels of the
agro-industrial complex of the regions of the
north. As a result, the imbalance of the phase
model of innovation activity of the agro-
industrial complex of the regions of the north
ended with a significant deterioration in the re-
production characteristics of the fixed capital of
their enterprises, the inhibition of the processes
of active transition to commodity markets.

New «anti-modernization» trends emerged,
encouraging the use of old machinery and tech-
nology to the detriment of their renewal, which
undermined the basis of market transformation.
This has created a good breeding ground for the

emergence of resellers in all production and
market structural coordinates. Proceeding from
this, a special place belongs to the formation of a
full-fledged system management of the agro-
industrial complex of the regions of the north.
Since «system management in the process of
implementation should be guided by system tar-
gets, criteria for the quality of management» [7,
p. 422].

Another reason for the paradoxical situa-
tion was that the lengthy privatization process
and the uncertainty of ownership over a long pe-
riod of time were the main constraints on large-
scale investment. This led to a sharp drop in the
volume of trade turnover of local agricultural
enterprises, which many of them could not pro-
vide a place even in local markets, and in the
domestic market of the region, most of the goods
were imported food. Due to many objective and
subjective reasons, the mechanisms and methods
of transition to the market for the majority of
agricultural enterprises of the agro-industrial
complex of the regions of the north were not ef-
fective enough. At the same time, the intersec-
toral interests of the agro-industrial complex of
these regions diverged so deeply that all ele-
ments of the financial, production and market
configuration practically disappeared from the
values of their coordination. The course of com-
petition between the industries and enterprises of
the agro-industrial complex of the regions of the
north ended with the loss of the principles of
self-sufficiency and self-financing of economic
activity, independent access to domestic and for-
eign food markets. The individual and multidi-
rectional order of the market functioning of the
agro-industrial complex of the regions of the
north did not rely on a competitive mechanism
and could not cover the market system as a
whole: the market of goods, capital, labor, ser-
vices, information, etc.

Summarizing the above, we can conclude
that the sustainable development of the agro-
industrial complex of the regions of the north is
possible only in the joint solution of two tasks:
the expansion of investment opportunities and
the improvement of market relations. A positive
solution to this circumstance should first of all
be reflected in the activities of the main link of
the agro-industrial complex - agriculture. This is
explained by the fact that: firstly, this industry,
occupying a starting position for the develop-
ment of processing areas, is not only a raw mate-
rial source, but also their reliable production and
market partner; Secondly, from the point of view
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of assessing the general economic significance,
agriculture solves colossal strategic tasks and,
having a unique production feature, is not only a
sector of the economy, but also the most im-
portant component of society; thirdly, due to a
variety of natural and economic factors, agricul-
ture has a very complex production structure,
which is primarily expressed in a hard-to-reach
investment climate, which cannot be imagined
outside the priority investment policy of state
support; fourthly, in order to address the problem
of food security, it is essential to restore the re-
productive characteristics of agricultural enter-
prises; fifth, the high level of competitiveness of
the spheres and enterprises of the agro-industrial
complex of the regions of the north requires
equal distribution of financial, material and
technical resources and incomes between agri-
culture and the food industry - fair integration
behavior; sixth, in order to achieve a sufficient
competitive advantage of the agro-industrial
complex of the regions of the north, the rise of
their agricultural sector in the presence of signif-
icant market power is of particular importance.

The degree of problematic nature of this
study is closely related to the variety of theoreti-
cal approaches to both the interpretation of the
categories of "market transformation” and "sta-
bility of the competitiveness of the agro-
industrial complex™ and the classification of
their features and novelty in a single context.
The processes of market transformation and en-
suring the stability and competitiveness of the
agro-industrial complex of the regions of the
north are characterized by a significant number
of important features and many specific factors
that differ from the general prerequisites in the
theory of market functioning of the economy. An
objective condition for achieving this goal is the
creation in certain regions of a single «integra-
tion regional market for agri-food products» (by
agreement), supported and controlled by the
state. This will give impetus to the further devel-
opment of market systemic reforms, taking into
account the solution of their infrastructure and
other problems, including the protection of en-
trepreneurs' property.

Based on the above proposals and recom-
mendations, of particular importance in this
study belongs to the disclosure of the features of
the formation of the consumer potential of the
agro-industrial complex of the regions of the
north. Since the consumer potential of the agro-
industrial complex is the final phase of produc-
tion and the type of its activity, which character-

izes the volumes and possibilities of using the
produced food products - meeting the growing
needs of the population for food, fulfilling the
orders of the state, defense and public organiza-
tions, as well as replenishing stocks for certain
types and quantities of food - solutions to food
security as a whole. Consequently, the problems
of forming the consumer potential of the agro-
industrial complex are closely related to the
problems of creating an effective system of mar-
ket relations, which largely determine the devel-
opment of the infrastructure of the market for
agricultural products, raw materials and food,
ensuring access of producers to the network sys-
tems of small-scale wholesale and retail trade. In
fact, consumer potential covers not only the ag-
gregate relations of existing consumer organiza-
tions, but also many stakeholder ties, expressed
in close relations between producers, suppliers,
consumers, partners, customers, customers, the
state, public organizations, etc.

Retrospective analysis shows that the
agro-industrial complex of the regions of the
north is simultaneously experiencing deep struc-
tural, economic and market transformations. Due
to the many objective and subjective reasons for
inefficient management, most of the agro-
industrial complex of the regions of the north
have lost the consumer characteristics of the
manufactured marketable products. Disorienta-
tion in the processes of agricultural management
led to numerous production-market and other
shortcomings. There was a sharp differentiation
between agro-industrial enterprises according to
their financial and economic condition. Statistics
show that there is a strong differentiation be-
tween the production and sale of livestock and
crop products. A noticeable advantage in the
production and sale of livestock products in the
agro-industrial complex of the regions of the
north is observed in agricultural organizations,
the smallest in households of the population and
peasant (farmer) farms. At the same time, a sig-
nificant advantage of the production and sale of
crop products belongs to households and peasant
farms.

The change in the above circumstances
can be represented in observations of the dynam-
ics of the marketability of agricultural produc-
tion in all its economic categories. The analysis
shows that on average for 2012-2020. In the re-
gions of the north, the highest level of marketa-
bility of potato production is observed in agricul-
tural organizations and peasant (farmer) farms
(46.6 and 27.6%), the lowest in households of



the population (7%). A similar situation for veg-
etables is 92.6; 82.6 and 6.0%. Despite the high
share of potato and vegetable production in the
households of the population, their level of mar-
ketability is at a significantly low level. The rea-
son for this is that, unlike other categories, in the
households of the population almost all the
products produced (potatoes and vegetables) are
used for personal consumption. As for the pro-
duction of livestock and poultry meat (in live
weight), as well as milk and eggs, their level of
marketability in almost all categories of farms is
high. Since on average for 2012-2020. the level
of marketability of agricultural production for
the above products amounted to 86.6, respective-
ly; 74.6 and 82.7%.

On the basis of a comprehensive analysis,
it was revealed that in recent years the turnover
of trade in almost all regions of the north has
increased significantly, and to a greater extent it
has increased due to imported goods. For exam-
ple, the turnover of retail trade (in actual prices)
in the Republic of Komi for the period 2012-
2020. increased by almost 7.2 times, and per
capita by 7.8 times. On average, over these years,
the index of the physical volume of retail trade
turnover (in % compared to the previous year)
amounted to 117.7%. At the same time, the turn-
over of public catering (in actual prices) had an
active tendency to increase by almost 8.5 times,
and the index of the physical volume of public
catering turnover averaged 107.1%. Despite the
desire to converge on normative indicators, per
capita consumption of staple foods between the
regions of the Far North is still uneven and low.
The analysis for 2012-2020 by regions of the Far
North and equated areas shows that there is a
strong discrepancy not only in relation to the
normative indicators consumed by individual
types of products, but also there is a rather seri-
ous differentiation in the consumption of prod-
ucts between regions. The ratio of the highest
and lowest income of the population (per capita
per year, kg) between the regions of the Far
North for meat and meat products was 86:48,
milk and dairy products - 357:144, potatoes and
potato products - 220:71, fish and fish products -
31:11. Consequently, the difference in consump-
tion of these products was, respectively, 1.8; 2,5;
3.1and 2.8 times.

Consumption of basic food products for
the above products in the Republic of Komi for
2012-2020 shows that if for meat and meat
products, fish and fish products, as well as for
vegetables, fruits and berries, this indicator has a

slight increase, then for milk and dairy products,
vegetable oil, bread products there was a de-
crease. Over the years, per capita potato con-
sumption has fallen from 79 to 65 kg, or 17.7%.
This suggests that under the existing favorable
conditions for potato production in the republic,
its consumption lags far behind the normative
indicator (120 kg per year), i.e. almost 1.9 times.

It should be emphasized that the imple-
mentation of the state food order and the provi-
sion of the population of the regions of the north
with food products is not only the strategic goal
of the agro-industrial complex, but also the final
result of the work of all its links. Therefore, the
positive trend in the development of the con-
sumer potential of the regions of the Far North is
closely related to the formation of optimal ratios
between their own and imported products. The
study shows that on average for 2012-2020 in
these regions the ratio (in percentage) of the
share between own production and import of
total resources for potatoes, including imports,
was 53.5: 5.0, for vegetables and food melons,
respectively, - 25.2: 64.2, for meat and meat
products - 23.2: 71.0, for milk and dairy prod-
ucts - 28.0: 65.2 and for eggs and egg products -
61.7: 62.0. At the same time, over the years, the
ratio of the share between production and per-
sonal consumption in the shared resources used
for similar products was 21.9:36.0; 2,8:85,7;
0,0:94,7; 3,1:89,9; and 4.8:114.1.

Suffice it to say that since 1995 in the
structure of food resources of the regions of the
Far North (except for eggs and potatoes) the vol-
ume of goods imported from outside these re-

gions, including imports, has increased markedly.

The largest increase in revenues is observed in
the resources of meat and milk. Imports of sau-
sages and whole milk products from other re-
gions have increased significantly, fish and fish
products have been imported less. If we pay at-
tention to the dynamics of food resources, we
can see that for the period 2012-2020. with a de-
creasing pace and volume of production in their
structural composition, the share of both person-
al and production consumption has significantly
decreased. With a sharp decline in the pace and
volume of agricultural production and real in-
comes of the population, there was a drop in the
level of nutrition of the population. Paradoxical-
ly, all this happened with an active tendency to
reduce the rural population of the republic.

The analysis shows that for a long period
of time, the volume of food consumption of the
population in the regions of the north did not
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meet the scientifically based standards. If for the
North the rational rate of consumption of meat
and meat products per capita per year is 90 kg,
then on average for 2012-2020 it really equaled
to 64.5 kg, which is almost 39% less. Similar
indicators for milk and dairy products were re-
spectively - 435 and 227 kg, for eggs - 323 and
284 pieces, for potatoes - 125 and 95.5 kg, for
vegetables and melons - 110 and 87 kg, for fish
and fish products - 42 and 19 kg. but also the
stabilization of food imports from other regions,
including necessary imports.

Summarizing, we note that the whole
problem lies in the fact that the market reform in
the agricultural sectors began in much more dif-
ficult conditions than in other sectors of the
economy, and therefore, the financial and in-
vestment policy pursued at the level of the agro-
industrial sphere turned out to be untenable. The
policy of developing the material sectors of the
agro-industrial complex of the regions of the
north in the absence of state financial support led
to a significant decrease in the volume of in-
vestments and the growth rate of production.
There were problems of searching for new mar-
kets, the situation in the field of formation of the
optimal structure of production and consumer
potentials sharply worsened, there were no prior-
ity areas for effective management.

From the point of view of organizational
and managerial characteristics, ensuring the rela-
tionship between producers and consumers of
the agro-industrial complex is the main purpose
of infrastructure institutions. The real actions of
the market infrastructure of the agro-industrial
complex reflect the economic relations between
the subjects of production and market activities,
which are aimed at creating favorable conditions
for commodity and money circulation. This sug-
gests that the functional features of market rela-
tions and the current elements of the commaodity
market more clearly characterize the efficiency
of production spheres and their interaction with
the commodity market. Hence the conclusion
that the strategy for the development of market
relations and market infrastructure is an im-
portant tool for improving the management of
the agro-industrial complex. We must not forget
that «the civilized infrastructure of the food
market is designed to create conditions for main-
taining the necessary ratio between supply and
demand, reduce the periods of satisfaction of
demand and sale of goods, accelerate the turno-
ver of goods, reduce the overall level of costs
and prices in the process of commodity turnover,

and form a civilized competitive environment»
[8, p. 7].

In fact, the market as an object of for-
mation of consumer potential is the largest
sphere of commaodity exchange. From this point
of view, he more clearly characterizes the direct
interactions between producers, suppliers and
consumers, evaluates not only the changed pa-
rameters between supply and demand, but also
the feedbacks between them. Proceeding from
this, the processes of formation of market rela-
tions and development of the infrastructure of
the agro-industrial complex market can be classi-
fied according to the following aspects: a) ac-
cording to the main technological cycles of func-
tioning; b) on sectoral features of management; c)
on territorial grounds of location; d) on multi-
level parameters (macro, meso and microeco-
nomic) of management; e) forms of ownership; e)
levels of integration behaviour, g) retrospective
dynamics and long-term development projec-
tions.

It should not be forgotten that in order to
provide consumers with the necessary volume
and quality of food products, raw materials,
work and services, the market infrastructure
should combine the following elements: organi-
zational and information support; material and
technical base; agro-service services; scientific
support; marketing services; trade and interme-
diary organizations; service sectors; wholesale
and retail markets; transport service; sphere of
product storage; material resources, etc. In mod-
ern conditions, not only full-fledged and com-
plex networks of market infrastructure facilities
are important, but their rational placement by
territories and types of activity. The most ration-
al elements of the market infrastructure are its
local centers, created at specific enterprises, re-
search centers, transport hubs, industrial zones,
etc. It can include such complexes of market in-
frastructure facilities as: scientific laboratories,
local food exhibitions, office space, audit ser-
vices, legal advice, etc.

In fact, the market infrastructure is a key
element in the development of the socio-
economic system of the agro-industrial complex.
At the same time, the degree of development and
multidimensionality of the territorial and natural-
economic functioning of the agro-industrial
complex predetermines the creation of not only
systems of market infrastructures, but also the
formation of new market entities, the accelera-
tion of market transformation processes as a
whole. It should be noted that the formation of



agricultural infrastructure systems enriches sales
communication channels, activates the move-
ment of each agro-industrial product from the
producer to the consumer. This is clearly ex-
pressed in the efficiency of economic activities
of enterprises, increasing their competitiveness
and solvency. However, insufficient develop-
ment of regional financial and credit institutions,
high loan rates, difficulties in obtaining it by en-
terprises of the agro-industrial sector led to a
break in the classical formula «commodity-
money-commodity» and its transformation into
loosely related schemes «money-money» and
«commodity-commodity» [9, p. 15].

Based on the above statements, we note
that a systematic approach to the analysis of this
problem provides for the use of multi-level strat-
ification of the agro-industrial complex of the
regions of the north, strengthening their macro,
meso and microeconomic ties - the use of scien-
tifically based cluster measures that take into
account the key tasks and interests of each inte-
grated sphere. The distribution of the main tasks
and the determination of the degree of autonomy
of each independent sphere and enterprise of the
agro-industrial complex of the regions of the
north makes it possible to show flexibility in
management, and thereby determine the degree
of mobility of the structural elements of the eco-
nomic system of the agro-industrial complex as a
whole.

Conclusions and prospects for further
research. Summarizing, we note that the whole
problem lies in the fact that during the years of
reform in the main industries and enterprises of
the agro-industrial complex of the regions of the
north, normal conditions for effective function-
ing were not created. If one of the main reasons
for this was the lack of financial components and
complete independence of doing business, then
on the other hand, the low level of competitive-
ness of their marketable products, the lack of
competitive advantage of enterprises. The fall in
the incentive to produce high-quality products
and the excessively weak development of finan-
cial and investment relations led to an unequal
cross-sectoral distribution of money and material
and technical means. Very few new equipment
and technologies with high innovative character-
istics were used in operation.

One of the main reasons for the lack of
large food markets in the agro-industrial com-
plex of the regions of the north and the ineffi-
cient functioning of local ones is the insufficient
development of their territories - the uneven dis-

tribution of agricultural production in natural and
climatic zones and administrative regions. The
size of the agri-food market is determined not
only by the physical volume of its own goods
produced and incoming imports, but also by the
speed of trade. Today, the high share of food
imports in the regions of the north narrows the
area of actually stimulating factors for increasing
the competitiveness of local products. The active
trend of import growth in domestic markets not
only restrains the processes of increasing the
volume of production of domestic products, but
also inhibits the transition of local producers to
large and local markets.

The decrease in the volume of invest-
ment resources of the agro-industrial complex of
the regions of the north is accompanied by a re-
duction in their production activities, a deteriora-
tion in the qualitative characteristics of the man-
ufactured marketable products. The deterioration
of market relations not only negatively affects
the sphere of consumption, but also destroys the
stability of material production, reduces the
competitiveness of marketable products - de-
stroys the direct ties of enterprises with com-
modity markets. Hence the conclusion that in
order to increase the competitiveness of the
spheres and enterprises of the agro-industrial
complex of the regions of the north, the main
task is to form optimal ratios between capital,
output and consumption.

It should be emphasized that the
achievement of effective interactions in the in-
tersectoral structure of the agro-industrial com-
plex of the regions of the north opens up wide
opportunities for the development of their pro-
duction, social and market infrastructure. The
foundation of effective interaction of different,
in fact, and the form of subjects of the agro-
industrial complex of the regions of the north are
the emerging new production and market rela-
tions, modified factors of market management,
and most importantly, economic interests. The
formation of appropriate institutional, legal, in-
tegration, market and other environments are
effective products for deepening their interrela-
tionships. A systematic approach to the analysis
of this problem provides for the use of multi-
level stratification of the agro-industrial complex
of the regions of the north, strengthening their
macro, meso and microeconomic ties - the use of
scientifically based cluster measures. The distri-
bution of the main tasks and the determination of
the degree of its autonomy makes it possible to
show flexibility in the management of the agro-
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industrial complex of the regions of the Far
North, and thereby identify the level of mobility
of the structural elements of the economic sys-
tem of the agro-industrial complex as a whole.

CINEMA TOURISM AS AN INNOVATIVE TOOL FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE
HOSPITALITY IN UKRAINE

Problem statement: The film industry, as part of the creative industry, is designed itself to generate
certain emotions of the consumer, which, in fact, push the consumer of a particular film product to further
steps - to organize a trip to places you see or hear while watching films, programs, etc. This study is devot-
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ed to the development trends of cinema tourism and related hospitality. The purpose of the study: analysis
of the level of cinema tourism in the world and in Ukraine, taking into account the available natural, histori-
cal and cultural resources that will be used for domestic cinema tourism, and will be the basis for creating
new tourist routes and hospitality enterprises for various tourists, as well as for the east of the country. Re-
search methods: in the process of scientific work were used general and special methods of scientific ab-
straction, induction and deduction, statistical analysis, analogy and quantitative and qualitative comparison.
Research hypothesis: it is assumed that the development of cinema tourism and related hospitality enter-
prises as components of the tourism industry in the regions of Ukraine should be based on a set of theoreti-
cal principles, historical background and current socio-economic circumstances of each region. Research
results: The review of theoretical aspects and historical facts of cinema tourism development allowed to
clarify its definition and supplement the existing classification of its types. Analysis of cinema tourism de-
velopment trends in Ukraine shows that, despite the already interesting film products, thorough historical
and cultural heritage and infrastructural resources of the hospitality industry, the country is only taking the
first steps towards implementing this innovative tool for tourism and hospitality. Owners of hospitality es-
tablishments in the regions that are popularized in modern Ukrainian cinema and television programs al-
ready have a significant benefit. Conclusions and prospects for further research: The eastern regions of
Ukraine, being in a depressed state, need new tools for development. cinema tourism has every chance to
become a catalyst that will help restore abandoned areas and sites of historical and cultural heritage, infra-
structure and hospitality enterprises, identify alternative ways to develop them and create new tourist mag-
nets.
