During the period of
large-scale quantitative and qualitative changes
that have taken place in the socio-economic life
of Azerbaijan over the past 10 years, the eco-
nomic power of our country has increased even
more. Measures taken to create comprehensive
conditions for the development of entrepreneur-
ship in the republic, the effective use of rich nat-
ural resources and the potential of the regions,
the development of the non-primary sector, fur-
ther improvement of the investment environment,
and improvement of the competitiveness of local
products, ensured the development of the coun-
try's economy in an upward trend. The imple-
mentation of numerous projects to create modern
industrial territories and improve the infrastruc-
ture support of the industry in the country al-
lowed it to move to a new stage of development.
Trends in the sustainable development of the
non-oil sector of Azerbaijan, including the non-
oil industry, are highly valued by international
rating agencies. As a result of the implementa-
tion of the strategy aimed at diversifying the
economy and developing the non-oil sector, at
the Davos Economic Forum, the Azerbaijani
economy ranked 37th in terms of competitive-
ness and 1st in the CIS. The need to strengthen
the country's non-oil potential, modernize its in-
frastructure, create and develop an industrial sec-
tor capable of producing competitive export
products in accordance with international stand-
ards, is associated with the requirements of both

the country's internal model of economic devel-
opment and modern development. global eco-
nomic trends. "Azerbaijan 2020: a look into the
future™ The development concept was approved
by the decree of the head of state on December
29, 2012 in order to modernize the economy and
effectively implement the goals and objectives.
The concept is based on an export-oriented eco-
nomic model, increasing the competitiveness of
the economy and improving its structure, in-
creasing non-commodity exports, etc. developed.

Preparation of the Development Concept
"Azerbaijan 2020: a look into the future” The
reforms carried out in our country have created
conditions for achieving positive results in all
areas. That is why in the Development Concept
"Azerbaijan 2020: a look into the future™, as well
as in the "Strategic road map of the national
economy and the main sectors of the economy",
the development of non-oil industrial sectors was
mentioned. as priority areas and the need for its
diversification.

The development of non-primary indus-
tries is considered important in terms of acceler-
ating the socio-economic development of the
regions, increasing state budget revenues and its
formation from various sources, increasing ex-
port earnings, producing a wide range of indus-
trial products that replace imports and are ex-
port-oriented. In addition, agriculture, tourism
and information and communication technolo-
gies are considered the main priority areas for
the development of the non-oil sector in the
country.
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Recently, a set of measures implemented
in the agro-industrial complex of our republic,
strengthening state support for the development
of this area, defining strategic goals and institu-
tional changes in accordance with new challeng-
es have become topical topics for researchers
involved in the agrarian and socio-economic
sphere. At the present stage of agrarian reforms,
the basis of the strategic approach is state sup-
port. The main goal of agricultural researchers is
to collect and analyze data related to this field, as
well as to predict and model agricultural activi-
ties using the most advanced analytical tools.
Currently, the focus is on more effective analysis
of available data and rational decision-making
through the use of digital technologies, modern
methods of data analysis, including program-
ming tools in the agricultural sector. The main
activities of researchers are the collection, pro-
cessing, analysis and preparation of final reports
of statistical data related to agricultural activities,
as well as forecasting certain aspects of the agri-
cultural field, taking into account current trends.
The researchers based their research on econom-
ic analysis, a comparative analysis of the fore-
casting of crop production, animal husbandry
and agricultural processing.

Analysis of recent research and publica-
tions. At present, the growth of economic activi-
ty in the field of agriculture, great enthusiasm in
this area and the creation of an abundance of
products increase interest in this area. The situa-
tion is improving every day in terms of improv-
ing market conditions for farmers, assisting in
the sale of their products and solving problems
that arise during the sale.

Eliminating the dependence of the coun-
try's economy on oil, developing the non-oil sec-
tor and ensuring high growth rates form the basis
of the state's economic policy. In the non-oil sec-
tor, the agricultural sector is of particular im-
portance. Modernization of the agricultural sec-
tor, more flexible use of intensive development
mechanisms, improvement of the financial well-
being of farmers occupy an important place in
state policy as the most reformed and state-
supported direction. The development of the ag-
ricultural sector means a reliable supply of the
country's population with food products, the
opening of new jobs and foreign exchange from
the export of agricultural products. This is the
basis of the strategic approach at the present
stage of agrarian reforms [1].

Decree of President Ilham Aliyev dated
December 19, 2018 "On improving state support

for agriculture and leasing activities in the agri-
cultural sector” is identified as an important
component of ongoing agrarian reforms. Accord-
ing to the decree, the creation of relevant centers
for the development of the agricultural sector
will create the basis for the development of the
agricultural sector. Agro-leasing services are one
of the areas of state support for the agro-
industrial complex. Agro-leasing farms were or-
ganized in response to the demand of the times,
and the purpose of creating these farms was to
carry out important work in the direction of im-
proving the provision of agricultural producers
with machines in the country, organizing the
supply of agricultural producers - technical ser-
vices for farmers on preferential terms, and also
taking measures to improve the breed composi-
tion of livestock . Over the past 14 years,
Agroleasing OJSC has brought to the country,
leased or sold to manufacturers at a discount
more than 42,000 pieces of equipment and more
than 35,000 breeding animals [3].

The purpose of the research is to high-
light aspects of the development of the oil sector
as the basis of state economic policy.

Presentation of the main material. The
development of the non-oil sector and ensuring
high growth rates form the basis of the state's
economic policy. It is necessary to upgrade
equipment that is ending its service life, expand
the possibilities of using innovative technologies
to achieve high productivity goals, increase
competition and the quality of agricultural ser-
vices, and improve the mechanism of state sup-
port for agriculture. The Agency for Agricultural
Credit and Development under the Ministry of
Agriculture, in order to ensure competitive activ-
ity in the market of agricultural production, im-
prove the mechanism for the preferential sale of
equipment and breeding animals through leasing,
expand private agricultural services, apply the
principle of public-private partnership approved
the rules for the use of funds. State agricultural
development centers will play a special role in
the development of agriculture on a scientific
basis. Combining more than 70 services, these
centers will provide support to farmers on the
principle of "one stop shop”, will always be
close to farmers and will help to increase the ef-
ficiency of their work.

In general, the state provides ongoing sup-
port to improve the efficiency of farmers. To
provide fuel and lubricants for equipment used
in agricultural production, the state assumed half
of the costs in this area. Agricultural machinery



and breeding animals are sold to farmers at big
discounts. Agroleasing services are provided,
fertilizers, medicines and pesticides are imported
by the state and sold on preferential terms. The
agricultural sector is exempt from all taxes ex-
cept land tax. The export potential of our country
is being promoted through the Azeksport portal,
trading houses, trade representations. The Agri-
cultural Services Agency was established to en-
sure transparency in the issuance of certificates
and documents. All this, of course, encourages
farmers to produce and sell higher quality prod-
ucts.

More innovation in the agricultural sector
of Azerbaijan to be among the countries where it
is applied, studying international experience re-
lated to the production of individual agricultural
products in the field of crop production, identify-
ing global trends, assessing the current situation
in the local market, as well as analyzing the val-
ue chain for individual agricultural crops, as-
sessing the level of use of fertilizers and pesti-
cides, conducting analyzes in the direction of
increasing the export potential of products, as
well as regulating prices for agricultural products
in the domestic market, etc. Undoubtedly, one of
the most important areas is the wider application
of innovations in the agro-industrial complex. As
is known, recently Azerbaijan hosted for the first
time the International Forum dedicated to agri-
cultural technologies and green energy. The fo-
rum provided an opportunity for our farmers and
agricultural workers to get acquainted with
world experience and discuss with well-known
experts ways to increase productivity through the
use of innovations. Taking into account the great
public interest in the forum, it can be noted that
Azerbaijan will become one of the countries
where innovations in the agricultural sector are
more widely used.

The development of the regions of Azer-
baijan is an important component of the strategy
of sustainable socio-economic development,
which is being successfully implemented in the
country. The fulfillment of the obligations stipu-
lated in the adopted and successfully implement-
ed state programs in the field of regional devel-
opment, as well as in presidential decrees on ad-
ditional measures in this area, will contribute to
the sustainable development of the non-oil sector
in the country, improving the quality of public
services and the provision of social infrastructure
in the regions, further improving entrepreneurial
environment, increased investment, the opening
of new enterprises and jobs, as a result, increased
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employment and reduced poverty. The 4th State
Program for 2019-2023 has already been ap-
proved and goals for the near future have been
identified. We all believe that the implementa-
tion of these tasks set by the head of state will
open a new stage in the development of our
country [4].

Agriculture in Azerbaijan is divided into
about one million small farms, the average farm
covers an area of 1.60 ha and is usually divided
into 4-5 plots of 0.30 ha each. 30 In 2017, the
sector accounted for 37 percent of the workforce
and contributed only about 5.6 percent to GDP.
31 This sector has significant potential to meet
growing domestic demand and expand export
opportunities for fruits, vegetables and dairy
products.

Finally, digital technologies
are included in the Strategic Roadmap for Agri-
culture, mainly in view of the potential of such
tools to increase productivity and improve the
well-being of rural areas. The Azerbaijani gov-
ernment intends to develop the use of e-
agriculture, as well as large online public ser-
vices for rural areas, incubation of agro-tech
start-ups, digital literacy of farmers and e-
commerce for rural areas. These principles will
be taken into account in "small villages". These
villages will be characterized by three compo-
nents [5] (Figure 1):

1. An e-village that can be accessed via the
Internet or a mobile phone, providing infor-
mation on the economic opportunities of "preci-
sion digital farming"” (weather data, soil quality
and pest control data, educational materials,
government services, health information and etc.)
and an online farming platform;

2. online agribusiness platform for e-
commerce, trade and supply chain management.

3. An e-learning platform for farmers and
SMEs in the agricultural sector.

The resilience of such small villages is
easier to achieve through collaboration involving
the private sector, academia and international
partners. In order to increase farm productivity
and economies of scale, the government urgently
needs to decide how to overcome the current
challenges in land acquisition that impede effi-
ciency and modernization of agricultural produc-
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tion. Digital technologies will play an important
role in land registration in rural areas. Food se-
curity is important for agricultural development
and public confidence. Food safety evidence is
also very much in demand for agricultural ex-
ports. Sensors will be used to track food and an-
imals from farm to table, and a paperless system
(tablets) will be implemented to record data
throughout the supply chain. In addition, an
online portal was created to integrate infor-
mation from various institutions to track food
production and food safety monitoring.

Digital technologies are considered essen-
tial to revitalize the agricultural sector and in-
crease productivity, innovation and rural pros-
perity. In this regard, it would be useful to im-
plement the following:

- support for the integrated development of
the industry, including the development of mar-
ket infrastructure for agricultural enterprises;

- financial accessibility in rural areas,
availability of insurance for agricultural enter-
prises;

- the use of digital technologies (mobile
money, electronic payments, data and precision
farming) to improve the efficiency of agricultur-
al production;

- modernization of agricultural science and
research for better absorption and application of
digital technologies;

- conceptualization of knowledge forums
to share best practices in the application of digi-
tal technologies for food safety, as well as sys-
tems for integrating various data sources into a
food safety analysis platform and an online food
safety information portal aimed at various audi-
ences.

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Formulation of the problem. The general
division of labor is expressed in the division of
the national economy into the main sectors of the
economy (industry, construction, agriculture and
forestry, trade, transport and other service sec-
tors). In turn, there are a number of industries in
each of these areas. For example, there is a min-
ing and processing industry in the industry. In
the manufacturing industry — light and food in-
dustries, mechanical engineering, in mechanical
engineering, machine tool construction, instru-
ment making, etc. are distinguished. Finally,
there are subsectors in many industries reflecting
the intra-industry division of labor.

In general, the structure of the unified na-
tional economic complex in terms of the nature
of the social division of labor and participation
in the creation of the total social product and na-
tional income is represented by two spheres: the
sphere of material production (production sphere)
and the non-production sphere (or social sphere).

Analysis of recent research and publica-
tions. The scope of production includes:

1. Industries that create wealth (industry,
agriculture, construction)

2. Industries that ensure consumer welfare
(transport and communications)

3. Industries related to the production
process in the sphere of circulation (trade,
logistics, sale)

Non-productive sectors, mainly:

1. The service sector (housing and
communal services, consumer services, transport
and communications and other services related
to the population).

2. Branches of social services (healthcare,
physical education, social security)

3. Education, culture, creativity

4. Science and scientific services

5. Banking, finance, insurance

6. State apparatus (governing bodies)

7. Public associations

8. Information and computing services, etc.

Naturally, in the process of social
reproduction, close relationships are formed
between industries, which, of course, leads to
changes in the structure of the economy.
Changes in the structure of the economy are
changes in the specific weights of individual
industries in the gross domestic product.
Structural changes in the economy occur as a
result of market mechanisms of competition, as
well as the desire of entrepreneurs to maximize
net profit, causing an influx of capital. As a
result of both intra-industry and inter-industry
and interregional capital movement, the sectoral
and territorial structure of the economy as a
whole is changing.

The purpose of the article is coverage of
problematic aspects of the use of an analytical
approach to the peculiarities of the formation of
the sectoral structure of the economy.

Presentation of the main research
material. There are four main indicators of
changes in the industry structure:

* rapid growth of individual industries;

* changing the traditional division of the
market into segments;

» convergence of technologies that were
previously considered completely independent;

* intensive change of direction in the in-
dustry.

In the course of the evolution of econom-
ics, methods of analyzing structural changes
have become widely used in world practice.
Structural analysis has practically become a kind
of methodological core of economic analysis.

There are many theoretical approaches and
methods used to study the peculiarities of the
formation of the sectoral structure of the econo-
my, to determine the patterns of changes occur-
ring in it and, finally, to identify the causes of
structural changes. Theoretical approaches, for
example, can be classified as follows:

1. Institutional

2. Evolutionary

3. Cybernetic



4. Synergetic

5. Structuralist

6. Neoclassical

7. Innovative technologies

Accordingly, it is also possible to give a
classification of methods for studying structural
changes:

1. «Input-output»

2. Structural analysis

3. Econometric methods

4. Portfolio analysis

5. Cluster analysis

6. Analysis of the dynamics of transaction
and transformation costs

Let's briefly analyze the approaches to the
analysis of structural changes that were used by
one or another school of economic thought.

Institutional. The institutional approach in
economics is an approach to the study of the
functioning of the economic system, in which
attention is paid to the role of social, political
and economic institutions. The latter are under-
stood in different sources in different ways: for
example, Nobel laureate D. North interprets in-
stitutions as a set of rules of human behavior in
the interests of maximizing well-being. In other
words, these are formal (laws, constitutions) and
informal (contractual) restrictions developed by
people.

The institutional development of the econ-
omy, as North put forward, is the result of the
interaction of institutions with organizations. In
this case, the rules of the game are set by institu-
tions, and organizations are the players.

In other cases, specific organizations are
called institutions. States, governments, firms
directly or indirectly determine the functioning
of the economic system, including the legal con-
solidation of traditions and norms of economic
behavior that have developed during the histori-
cal development of this organization. In this sce-
nario, the institutional approach is seen as "... a
type of economic analysis that emphasizes the
role of social, political and economic organiza-
tions in determining economic events." T. Veb-
len and W. Mitchell are considered to be the an-
cestors of this trend. Institutional dependencies
in this case are economic dependencies estab-
lished by law (for example, the dependence of
tax revenues to the budget on the level of income
of the population)

It should also be noted that tangible results
in the interpretation of changes in various struc-
tures and organizations, in particular in the sec-
toral industry structure, can be achieved by rep-
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resentatives of the neo-institutional school (R.
Posner, G. Demsetz, O. Williamson), as well as
non-structuralists of French origin (O. Favoro,
F.Aymard-Duvernier, S. Menard).

Evolutionary. The evolutionary economy
is significantly connected with the evolutionary
worldview, according to which all systems are in
the process of constant and causal changes. For
the first time, an evolutionary problematic was
noted by T. Veblen, who put it at the forefront of
methodological problems of social sciences.
Gradually, the evolutionary approach began to
be noted in scientific research as an independent
aspect. The basis for this was laid by representa-
tives of the old American institutionalism, fol-
lowers of T. Veblen. An important source of
evolutionary ideas in the social sciences were the
views of T. Malthus, who introduced the idea of
natural selection. The representative of the Aus-
trian school K. Menger used an evolutionary ap-
proach in the analysis of social institutions. The
idea of spontaneity of institutions, supplemented
by the principle of cultural evolution was de-
fended and developed by representatives of the
Neo-Austrian school, in particular, F. Hayek.
Gradually, the evolutionary approach changed
somewhat and took the form of a macroeconom-
ic dynamics model. Then, developing models of
system dynamics, he improved in the theory of
systems (J. Forrester).

The evolutionary approach forms four
types of system models with different levels of
complexity: 1. breeding; 2. games; 3. taking into
account the learning effect; 4. neural network
models.

The use of such models creates conditions
for the development of structural dynamics mod-
els. The difficulties of recognizing the evolu-
tionary approach are mainly due to the conserva-
tism of scientific thinking and the spread of the
equilibrium paradigm, which is fundamentally
alien to the idea of evolution. However, this does
not mean that there are no mathematical methods
used to describe evolutionary processes. The
theory of nonlinear systems, chaos theory and
the latest modeling methods have a place in the
evolutionary approach, although they do not
completely solve the problem of modeling open
systems.

Cybernetic. This approach, proposed in
general terms by S. Beer, shows the systemic
relationship between investments and structural
changes. There are laws common to all sciences,
and it is cybernetics that is based on similar laws
and offers a system scheme through which more
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developed systems of interconnection of indus-
tries and subsectors are built in a single system
called an industry structure. According to Staf-
ford Beer, thanks to the management of a partic-
ular system as a whole, not in parts, it is possible
to make higher-order plans.

Synergetic. Synergetic economics comes
from the science of synergetics, the foundations
of which were laid by Hermann Haken (1977,
1983). The synergetic approach is largely related
to the cybernetic. Both approaches increase the
efficiency of managing complex social systems
through a comprehensive scientific description
of the situation. Such holistic management re-
quires joint consideration of all potential devel-
opment opportunities. By itself, the synergetic
approach explores the behavior of unstable non-
linear systems and states, and includes the de-
velopment of dynamic equations economic sys-
tems and the extension of the principle of com-
pliance by P. Samuelson, who describes stable
systems. It should be noted that such structural
changes in the modern economy are not particu-
lar, but general cases. This is due to the fact that
all socio-economic objects are open systems and
have the ability to self-organize and adapt; there-
fore, a promising approach to managing these
objects through recognition, forecasting analysis
and management of self-organization processes
seems promising. A. Andersen argued that
changes in the global economy occur due to the
fact that its so-called fast and "slow" parameters
are changing. Changes in the structure of pro-
duction, the nature of labor, government institu-
tions, from his point of view, are caused by slow
changes in the structure of logistics networks -
spatial systems that promote goods, information,
people, money, etc.

Structuralist. This approach is aimed at
managing the identification of the creation of the
structure of the system, its scientist of the inter-
nal rural structure, the totality of liberalized rela-
tions convinced between its elements. Local es-
tablishment of the reasons for the development
(very lagging) of certain structures of invest-
ments is one of the tasks of tax structuralist ap-
proach. This elimination approach makes exten-
sive use of economic mathematical logic and
modeling; due to the discussion of non-oil for-
mal logical situations methods of research pro-
gress; the states are taken into account the oblig-
atory developed strict ordering of the American
elements of the year of construction, as well as a
very exception from the system of those links
whose economies "do not fit" into the design. In

addition to formally logical methods of research
possibilities and left methods of mathematical
modeling increases, its approach is based on a
historical descriptive moment according to the
method and intersectoral sociological analysis of
the year of interaction revealed various subjects
of subsectors of modern human economy. Basi-
cally, the basis of the well-being of this approach,
contrary to the loss of the methodology of struc-
tural economists of analysis.

Formulation of the problem. The development of territorial communities in Ukraine is carried out in
accordance with the strategies that they have developed and must implement.

The methods used in the research: comparison, economic
analysis, systematization, arrangement, etc. The hypothesis of the research was the assumption that, thanks
to scientific consultations, the development strategy of the Mishkovo—Pohorilivka rural territorial commu-
nity and, accordingly, the strategic environmental assessment, the reduction of the negative impact on the
environment is improved. Presenting main material. According to the results of the research of the results of
the public examination report on the strategic environmental assessment in the context of the Development
Strategy of the Mishkovo—Pohorilivska rural territorial community until 2027, it was stated that the research
was completed in accordance with the current regulatory and legal framework and contains all the mandato-
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ry stages of conducting a strategic environmental assessment. However, some comments and recommenda-
tions have been identified. The originality and practical significance of the research lies in the need to take
into account the impact and consequences of the war on the development of the Mishkovo—Pohorilivska
rural territorial community in the post-war period. Conclusions. The analysis of the results of the public
examination of the research on the strategic ecological assessment in the context of the Development Strat-
egy of the Mishkovo—Pohorilivska rural territorial community proved that this assessment was carried out
qualitatively and professionally.

For example, the government,
under pressure from the public or the opposition, cannot stop unreasonable wage growth, especially in conditions
of high inflation, while the volume of the budget deficit, respectively, increases by the amount of economically
unjustified wages. In such cases, in the absence of other sources of covering the budget deficit, the government
resorts to the "traditional™ methods for such a situation to cover the budget deficit - a loan from the Central Bank.

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Formulation of the problem. Thanks to
the budget, each state collects parts of the coun-
try's financial resources in its own hands to ful-
fill the economic and social tasks assigned to it.

The need to single out individual links of
the financial system is caused by the difference
in the participation of subjects of economic rela-
tions in the formation, distribution and redistri-
bution of GDP, the formation and use of income.
The most important link in the financial system
is state and municipal finance, which, in turn, is
represented by:

* budgetary system, consisting of the state
budget, the budget of the Nakhchivan Autono-
mous Republic, local budgets;

» target off-budget funds;

* state credit.

In general, | share this point of view on the
structure of the links of the financial system. |
believe that it is necessary to more accurately
define the features of each link in the budget sys-
tem. It is impossible to include in one group all
off-budget funds and off-budget funds. Off-
budget funds are state-owned, and their for-
mation is carried out at the expense of relevant
taxes and other revenues established by the leg-
islative acts of the republic (for example, in
Azerbaijan - the Social Protection Fund, Road
Fund, Employment Fund, etc.), and extra-
budgetary funds of ministries, departments,

budgetary organizations are formed by organiz-
ing paid services to individuals and legal entities.
Therefore, in the above definition, targeted ex-
tra-budgetary funds can be divided into two
groups: state extra-budgetary funds, and extra-
budgetary funds of ministries, departments and
budgetary organizations.

The concept of completeness of infor-
mation goes beyond what is usually presented in
the state budget and account statements. The
available performance indicators of the state
budget of the republic in terms of revenues and
expenditures in recent years should be carefully
analyzed according to a strictly substantiated
group of reasons and factors, and conclusions
and reasoned proposals based on the results of
the analysis should be submitted to the Cabinet
of Ministers and the Presidential Administration
of Azerbaijan, and also serve as a subject of dis-
cussion in the Parliament republics.

Analysis of recent research and publica-
tions. The third principle is the openness of the
preparation, results of budget execution and
budget reporting. These are the traditional forms
regarding the coverage, accessibility and reliabil-
ity of fiscal information [1]. Particular attention
should be paid to the development and harmoni-
zation of international statistical and accounting
standards in relation to government reporting.
Fourth, independent guarantees of validity. This



is the provision of transparency of statistical in-
dicators through external audit, which, in turn,
encourages public administration to conduct an
independent audit. By following these principles,
it will be possible to ensure transparency in the
fiscal sphere.

Ensuring transparency in the fiscal sphere
is one of the aspects of good governance in this
area, and therefore it is useful to distinguish
transparency from the effectiveness of govern-
ment activities. At the same time, attention
should be paid to all aspects of management that
are clearly interconnected [2]. Fiscal reporting
practices are central to effective fiscal manage-
ment. Therefore, full, reliable and timely report-
ing on the budgetary and non-budgetary activi-
ties of government bodies acquires a special
need. In setting priorities for transparent report-
ing, a detailed assessment of the existing fiscal
management system should be undertaken to
identify specific weaknesses [3].

Presentation of the main material. For
the effective management of the fiscal sphere, it
is important to centralize the powers to deter-
mine tax policy, spend and borrow funds in the
Ministry of Finance. In recent years, a different
practice has developed in Azerbaijan. The trans-
formation of the State Tax Inspectorate into the
Ministry of Taxes and the transfer to it of all
powers in the field of determining tax policy, as
well as the minimization of the role of the Minis-
try of Finance in borrowing funds under gov-
ernment guarantees, testify to this.

A major issue at any level of government
is the distribution of responsibilities between
central ministries (eg planning, economics and
finance) and spending ministries. Different coun-
tries approach this issue differently. In countries
with a tradition of central economic development
planning, fiscal management functions are divid-
ed between the ministry of planning or economy
(responsible for the investment or development
budget) and the ministry of finance (responsible
for the operating budget). In other countries, dif-
ferent ministries and departments are responsible
for different fiscal management functions (eg
macro-fiscal policy, budgeting, accounting).

Countries also differ in the relative powers
of central ministries and spending ministries.

When issues related to ensuring sufficient
transparency of the costs incurred for the
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maintenance of a particular state entity are re-
solved, a problem arises related to the relation-
ship between budget-financed expenditures and
expenditures through assistance (grants and
sponsorship). Transparency requires the integra-
tion of aid-financed spending information for
decision-making and budget reporting.

The level of subsidizing lower budgets has
been and remains relevant for any country, since
it simultaneously indicates the level of economic
development of each territory. The principle ap-
plies here: the better developed the region's
economy, the lower the level of subsidies, and
vice versa, the less developed the region's econ-
omy, the greater the level of subsidies from the
higher budget.

The state helps the formation of highly ef-
ficient economic organizations capable of oper-
ating in the domestic and world markets in an
environment of fierce competition, and concen-
trating resources on promising areas for updating
production. Instruments of direct state influence
should be focused on supporting private initia-
tive specifically for the development of modern
and newest technological structures, stimulating
investment activity in the relevant areas.

Unemployment is one of the most im-
portant objects of study of macroeconomics. On
a global scale, the unemployment rate, except for
the economic depression of the 30s, did not ex-
ceed 5-6 percent of the total labor force.

Another, no less important object of study
of macroeconomics is international trade, i.e.,
the country's trade balance. The trade balance
says a lot about the state of the economy of each
country. A positive trade balance means the ex-
cess of exports over imports and, conversely, a
negative balance means the superiority of im-
ports over exports. When analyzing the country's
trade balance, it is possible to establish the rea-
sons for this or that lag in certain sectors of the
economy.

Fully share the point of view of the first
group of economists who do not deny either the
regulatory role of governments or the influence
of fiscal and monetary policy in the economic
development of the country. The example of the
Republic of Azerbaijan has shown that the gov-
ernment's policy in the tax-budgetary and mone-
tary areas not only influences general economic
trends. There are reasons to say that general eco-
nomic trends, especially in countries with econ-
omies in transition, depend on the correctness of
fiscal and monetary policies. The budgetary pol-
icy of the government is interconnected with
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general economic trends. During the implemen-
tation of economic and structural reforms in var-
ious areas, many problems arise that require ur-
gent support from the state. For example, after
the denationalization of enterprises and organi-
zations, a large amount of financial resources is
required to support private business by the state.
As a result of the lack of primary capital in the
hands of entrepreneurs, after the privatization
period, it is practically impossible to establish
production and output at most enterprises. In
Azerbaijan, these are established farms and other
private agricultural enterprises. After the land
reform, farmers who do not have primary capital,
equipment, fuel, mineral fertilizers, and other
necessary funds for growing agricultural prod-
ucts are practically left alone with the plot of
land that they got as a result of the land reform.
At the same time, if the government, as a result
of conducting a correct budget policy, supports a

certain category of entrepreneurs, then, without a
doubt, this will have a positive impact on general
economic trends.

After the implementation of government
programs for financial stabilization, starting
from 1997, lines on supporting the private sector,
including farms, began to appear in the draft
state budget of Azerbaijan.

The general economic level of the country
also depends on the correct conduct of monetary
policy. After economic and structural reforms, a
sufficiently large amount of financial resources
is required to support the private sector. But
when implementing stabilization programs based
on the principles of restrictive monetary policy,
the Central Bank raises the discount rate to a
level higher than the annual inflation rate, after
which enterprises are practically deprived of a
credit source of financing that replenishes work-
ing capital lost due to inflation (Figure 1).

The volume of long-term loans to the
economy, which are the basis of its development,
has practically contributed to the work of many
enterprises and economic organizations. At the
same time, deliberate stimulation of the issuance
of short-term trade credits has led to the fact that
most private enterprises are closely involved in
the export of various consumer goods. Naturally,
here certain interests of enterprises engaged in
exporting goods to the country were stimulated
by obtaining higher profits in comparison with
production.

The result of such a policy was that Azer-
baijan, which has 9 out of 11 climatic zones in
the world, as well as almost all the necessary

natural resources, including huge reserves of oil
and gas, fertile land, today exports many con-
sumer goods, including food products.

If we add more positive phenomena in ob-
taining loans, which have become widespread in
the banking system, starting from the National
Bank of the Republic itself, then it will become
clear why entrepreneurs apply to the banks of the
republic for obtaining long-term loans for pro-
duction. To analyze the reasons for the relatively
greater interest in short-term loans, it is neces-
sary to consider a number of issues related to the
quality of goods imported into the republic, cus-
toms services for importers, smuggling of goods,
etc.



If we talk about investment and innovation
activity, the point of view of a prominent Rus-
sian economist S.Yu. Glazyev: “From the stand-
point of modern practice and theory of economic
growth, a way out of the crisis and a new eco-
nomic recovery are excluded without the aiming
of the state budget policy at the maximum stimu-
lation of investment and innovation activity (as
is known, innovations overcome depression).
For this, both direct state investments and indi-
rect stimulation of investors, including through
the provision of state guarantees, are used. De-
velopment institutions play an important role in
increasing investment in a non-equilibrium
economy. Thus, with the help of the budget, the
state is able to expand the final demand, helping
to overcome the depression. Thus, at one time, a
way out of the "Great Depression”, the post-war
reconstruction of the economy, as well as the
rapid growth of new industrial countries were
ensured.

The budget deficit is one of the most im-
portant characteristics of the state of the econo-
my and finances of the country. Before turning
to the problems of regulating and optimizing the
sources of financing the budget deficit, we pre-
sent the following conclusion of Dr. Econ. Sci-
ences T.A. Pozdnyakova, who writes in her
monograph “Finance in the System of State
Regulation of Socio-Economic Processes” that
“... the scientific basis of the ongoing transfor-
mations is significantly limited by the lack of
clarity of the available general theoretical devel-
opments and the abundance of often opposing
opinions on fundamental issues of financial sci-
ence. The economic feasibility of a radical break
in the ideas that have developed in this area re-
quires a reassessment of the basic provisions of
financial theory, in particular, such as:

* the boundaries of finance in the system
of commodity-money management;

» evolution of financial relations in the
conditions of market formation;

* reassessment of the peculiarities of func-
tioning and importance of individual spheres and
links of the financial system;

* quantitative and qualitative impact of fi-
nancial relations on social reproduction;

* necessity, essence, scope and forms of
financial regulation at micro and macro levels;

» the role of financial impact in the mech-
anism of state regulation of socio-economic pro-
Cesses;

* the importance of financial policy in the
dynamic change of the economic model;
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* improvement of the financial mechanism
under the influence of changes in business con-
ditions;

« transformation of the financial manage-
ment process, including the regional aspect of
this management”.

Conclusions and prospects for further
research. The resulting budget deficit is difficult
to eliminate, including for political reasons. The
countries that managed to avoid serious debt dis-
tress in the 1980s are precisely those countries
that were able to control their budget deficits. Of
course, the budget deficit needs to be financed.
Experience and study of the relationship between
loans and macroeconomic parameters, as well as
the process of debt management, show that gov-
ernments tend to first outline a program of public
spending restructuring, and then, if domestic re-
sources are not enough to finance it, they try to
secure financing from external sources.

An external loan is a state debt to citizens
and organizations of foreign states, as well as to
international organizations. External debts are
considered the most "dangerous” in comparison
with internal debts, since the state is obliged to
strictly comply with the agreed payment sched-
ule for both interest and principal debt. In addi-
tion, late fulfillment of guaranteed obligations by
the government may result in international com-
plications, a scandal for the state, etc. Foreign
loans allow the country to invest and consume in
excess of what its economy produces. Efficient
use of borrowed resources to finance capital ac-
cumulation accelerates economic progress. In
fact, a country can finance capital accumulation
not only by mobilizing domestic savings, but
also by attracting savings from countries where
there is a sufficient capital surplus. The gain
from external borrowing can be faster economic
growth. However, if a country attracts external
resources, then it must also create and maintain
an effective external debt management system.

The appearance of a deficit is evidence of
a shortage of budget revenues to cover existing
government spending. But with all this, the main
thing is not what part of the budget expenditures
after determining all sources of income remains
unbalanced, but, no less important, what part of
the expenditures can be considered quite reason-
able. The availability of alternative sources to
cover the resulting deficit is also important. Af-
ter all, in principle, the budget deficit can be
covered by several sources, including such an
inflationary source as a loan from the Central
Bank. Determining the most acceptable option
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for covering the budget deficit can only take
place if the government has a financial and
budgetary policy justified for a given stage of
economic development.

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BALANCING THE LEVEL OF TAX BURDEN AND FINANCIAL STABILITY OF
ENTERPRISES IN THE AEROSPACE INDUSTRY

Formulation of the problem. The government implements a number of measures to regulate and sta-
bilize the economic situation. In the field of taxation, the most important measures are related to the imple-
mentation of tax policy. At the same time, one of the instruments of the tax policy of the state is the regula-
tion of the tax burden. Its value is extremely important for the effective development of the economy, as it
ensures a balance between taxpayers and the state by maintaining the motivation for activity in the former
and providing financial resources to the latter. The assessment of the impact of the tax burden on the finan-
cial stability of the economic entity is one of the current areas of research, as it creates an informational and
analytical basis for the development of management solutions aimed at preserving the sustainable develop-
ment of the aerospace industry enterprise. The purpose of the study is to develop an approach to balancing
the levels of the tax burden on the financial stability of the aerospace industry enterprise. Scientific publica-
tions and monographic editions, magazine articles and materials of scientific and practical conferences be-
came the methodological basis of the research. Content analysis of scientific periodicals was used during
the research; comparative critical analysis of existing approaches and methods of analysis of financial sta-
bility and tax burden; analysis of economic activity of enterprises in the aerospace industry; statistical
methods of analysis. The main hypothesis of the study was an assumption about the possibility of optimal
balancing of tax burden levels and financial stability of aerospace enterprises. Presenting main material.
The article examines the main shortcomings of the interpretation of the concept and determination of the
level of tax burden in Ukraine, evaluates their influence on the determination of the balanced level of tax
burden and financial stability of enterprises in the aerospace industry; the existing approaches and methods
of assessing the impact of the tax burden on the financial stability of the enterprise are analyzed; a methodi-
cal approach was developed for assessing the impact of the tax burden on the financial stability of aero-
space enterprises. The originality and practical significance are defined in the development of a methodical
approach to assessing the impact of the tax burden on the financial stability of aerospace enterprises, which
involves the step-by-step calculation of the integral indicator of financial stability. Conclusions and pro-
spects for further research. It is proven that the tax policy of Ukraine today focuses on the performance of
the fiscal function, while its regulatory and stimulating functions are minimized. Such a trend creates the
problem of tax policy optimization, which remains one of the most relevant in the process of establishing
market relations and ensuring economic growth of Ukraine. The methodology for determining the balanced
level of the tax burden is a measure of structuring the tax relations of the state, legal entities and individu-
als, taking into account and balancing the interests of each of the parties. The implementation of the pro-
posed methodology for determining the balanced level of the tax burden is a new, previously unproposed
solution for structuring tax relations in Ukraine, which is its practical significance.

THE STOCK MARKET AS AN TOOL FOR STABILIZING THE ECONOMIC
DEVELOPMENT OF UKRAINE

Formulation of the problem. To restore and stabilize economic development in Ukraine, it is
necessary to ensure access to investment resources through effective capital formation mechanisms.
Therefore, an urgent issue is the study of the essence and clarification of the functions of the stock market
in conditions of a deep crisis, as well as as a tool for the implementation of financial policy in the country.
The purpose of the article is a theoretical generalization of the essence of the stock market category and
clarification of the functions of the stock market during the stabilization of the national economy. The
subject of the research is the essence and functions of the stock market in the context of recovery and
stabilization of economic growth. The methods of the research: generalization, comparison, analysis,
synthesis. The statement of basic materials. The article highlights controversial issues regarding the
definitions of "stock market" and "securities market". A refined definition of the concept of "stock market"
is proposed, taking into account the current conditions of the functioning of the economy of Ukraine. Based
on the generalization of the theoretical and methodological principles, the key functions of the stock market
are highlighted. The peculiarities of the manifestation of the functions of the stock market during the
recovery and stabilization of the national economy have been clarified. The practical significance of the
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obtained results lies in the formation of a theoretical basis for determining the priority directions of the
development of the stock market in crisis conditions. Conclusions and perspectives of further research.
Stabilization of the national economy largely depends on the development and functioning of the stock
market, which will ensure a balanced distribution of capital to restore the stability of economic development
after the end of the war in Ukraine. The stock market is a system of economic and legal relations related to
the emission and circulation of securities and their derivatives, it must act in accordance with the relevant
standards and perform a number of functions. Given its purpose in the country's economic system during a
period of deep crisis, the key functions are mobilization, distribution (redistribution), regulation, price

formation, information, stabilization, and stimulation.

Formulation of the problem. Economic
growth is an increase in the market value of
goods and services over a certain period of time
(Conditioned by inflation). It is usually meas-
ured as the interest rate of increase in real gross
domestic product (GDP) and is calculated in real
terms - in other words, including inflation (To
eliminate the distorting effects of inflation on the
price of produced goods).

Economic growth has traditionally been
explained by the accumulation of human and
physical capital and the increase in productivity.
Further division of labor (specialization) is also
fundamental to increasing productivity. Growth
in labor productivity (the ratio of the value of
production to labor consumption) has historical-
ly been the most important source of real eco-
nomic increase.

An increase in economic growth caused by
a more efficient use of resources (e.g., labor
productivity, physical capital» energy, or materi-
als) is called intensive growth. GDP growth
caused only by an increase in the amount of re-
sources available for use (increased population,
new territory) is called extensive growth.

Analysis of recent research and publica-
tions. Economic growth can be influenced by
demographic factors, changing the ratio of
employment to population and the labor force
participation rate. Industrialization creates a
demographic transition in  which fertility
declines and the average age of the population
increases. Another interesting fact is that at one
point in time in the U.S.A., economic growth
was facilitated by an increase in women’s labor
force participation.

Since economic growth is measured as
annual percentage gross domestic product (GDP),
it has all the advantages and disadvantages of
this measure. «Economic growth rates» refer to
the geometric annual growth rate of GDP
between the first and last year over a period of

time and are usually compared using the ratio of
GDP to population or income per capita. It is
calculated (the economic growth rate) based on
GDP data. It should also be noted that GDP per
capita is a measure of total output in a country,
which includes the amount of gross domestic
product (GDP) divided by the number of people
in the country. GDP per capita is particularly
useful in comparing the level of development of
countries, because it shows the relative
productivity.

Presentation of the main research
material. When national income is taken into
account, output per capita can be calculated us-
ing the following factors: output per unit labor
force, (labor productivity) hours of work, (inten-
sity), the percentage of the actual working popu-
lation (participation rate), and the percentage of
the working-age population to the total popula-
tion (demographics). The rate of change in popu-
lation GDP is the sum of the rate of change in
these four variables plus their cross products
(Table 1) [1].

Another important reason for economic
growth is the introduction of new products and
services. New products create the demand that is
needed to offset the decline in employment that
comes with labor-saving technologies. For ex-
ample, in the U.S. by 2013, about 60% of con-
sumer spending was for goods and services that
did not exist in 1869. Also, the creation of new
services was more important than the invention
of new goods [2].

As we can see, the growth of GDP per
capita indicates the presence of economic growth,
as well as exports, as can be seen in the follow-
ing table (Table 2). In addition to all of the above,
economic growth can be due to capital investment,
for example, several Asian countries have achieved
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high rates of economic growth in recent decades

precisely because of prudent capital investment.

Let’s look at the statistics for Azerbaijan
as an example. The factors influencing economic
growth will be discussed in more detail
separately in each model of economic growth.

Modern literature distinguishes between
exogenous growth theory, pioneered by Robert
Solow, and endogenous growth theory, which
began with the works of Paul Romer.

In classical economics, production theory
and growth theory are based on the theory or law
of variable proportions, whereby either one of
the factors of production (labor or capital) is
increased, holding the other constant and
assuming no technological change, or output is
increased, but at a decreasing rate which
eventually approaches zero. These concepts

originate in the writings of T. Malthus on
agriculture. Malthus’ examples included the
amount of seed harvested in relation to the
amount of seed (capital) planted on a plot of land
and the amount of yield from a plot of land in
relation to the number of workers employed.

Harrod, on the other hand, argued that
economic growth could be driven by increasing
variables such as  population  growth,
technological improvement and natural resources,
yet he was convinced that these factors could
induce a maximum growth rate, which would, in
fact, be the natural rate of economic growth. In
fact, the natural growth rate is the highest
achievable growth rate that will maximize the
use of the resources that exist in an economy.

However, Robert Solow and Trevor Swan
developed a model that evolved into the
mainstream model used in growth economics in
the 1950s. This model assumed diminishing
returns to capital and labor. They believed that

capital was accumulating through investment,
but that its level or stock was constantly
decreasing due to depreciation. Due to the
increasing returns on capital, with the increase in
employee capital and the lack of technological



progress, the economic output of capital/worker
eventually reaches a point where capital per
employee remains constant, as the annual
investment in capital equals annual depreciation.
This condition is called the «stable state».

In the Solow-Swan model, if productivity
increases due to technological progress, then
output and the number of workers increase, even
if the economy is in a steady state. If
productivity increases at a constant rate, output
also increases at an appropriate steady-state rate.
But for any share of GDP invested, capital and
the number of workers eventually converge to a
steady state, leaving the growth rate of output
and the number of workers determined only by
the rate of technological progress. Each country
has a different GDP level of labor determined by
the share of GDP it invests, but all countries
have the same rate of economic growth. Roughly
speaking, in this model, rich countries are those
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that have long invested a significant share of
GDP, hence poor countries can become rich by
increasing the share of GDP they invest. One
important prediction of the model, is the
possibility of conditional convergence; the idea
that poor countries will grow faster and catch up
with rich countries if they have the same
investment (and saving) rates and access to the
same technology. The Solow-Swan model is
considered an «exogenous» growth model
because it does not explain why countries invest
different shares of GERs in capital or why
technology improves over time. Instead, the rate
of investment and the rate of technological
progress are exogenous. The significance of the
model is that it predicts the pattern of economic
growth after identifying two criteria - the rate of
investment and the rate of technological progress.
The inability to explain the determinants of these
indicators is one of the limitations of this model.

Unsatisfied with the assumption of exoge-
nous technological progress in the Solow-Swan
model, economists worked on the «endogeniza-
tion» of technology in the 1980s. Eventually,
they developed a theory of endogenous growth
that includes a mathematical explanation of
technological progress. This model also includes
a new concept of human capital, the skills and
knowledge that make workers productive. Un-
like physical capital, human capital has rising
rates of return. Research in this area has focused
on what increases technological change or hu-
man capital (e.g. education or innovation, re-
spectively). A special place in the development
of economic growth theory is occupied by the
so-called «Schumpeterian growth». This is an
economic theory named after the 20th century
Austrian economist Schumpeter. The approach
explains growth as the result of innovation and
the process of «creative destruction» which re-
flects the dual nature of technological progress:
entrepreneurs introduce new products or services
in the hope that they will make a temporary mo-

nopoly profit by capturing a certain market seg-
ment. In doing so, earlier technologies and prod-
ucts become obsolete. This can be seen as the
invalidation of previous technologies, making
them obsolete. The basic model that illustrates
the growth of Schumpeter is the Agion-Howitt
model. It should also be noted that the first to
introduce the distinction between economic
growth and development was also Joseph
Schumpeter. In his seminal work «Theory of
Economic  Developmenty»  (1911), Joseph
Schumpeter defined economic growth as quanti-
tative changes (increased production and con-
sumption of the same goods and services over
time) and economic development as positive
qualitative changes (innovations in production,
products and services, management, and other
areas of life and economic activity).

Many theoretical and empirical analyses of
economic growth identify the main role of the
level of human capital in a country. Human capi-
tal has been included in both neoclassical and
endogenous growth models. The level of human
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capital in a country is difficult to measure be-
cause it can function at home, at school and at
work, etc. Economists have tried to measure
human capital using a variety of measures, in-
cluding literacy rate of the population, its skill
level, its level of capital investment, its average
level of formal education, its average score on
international tests and its aggregate contributions
to education. The most commonly used measure
of human capital is a country’s level of educa-
tion, based on the development of Robert Barro
and Chong-Wah Lee data. This measure is wide-
ly used because Barro and Lee provide data for
many countries at five-year intervals over a long
period of time.

One of the problems with achieving high
levels of education is that the amount of human
capital acquired in a year of education is not the
same at all levels of education, nor is it the same
in all countries. The measure also assumes that
human capital develops only in formal education,
contrary to extensive evidence that families,
neighborhoods, peers and health also contribute
to human capital development. Despite these
potential limitations, Theodore Breton has
shown that this measure can represent human
capital in long-term growth models.

There is also the notion that energy con-
sumption and energy efficiency rates are causal-
ly related to economic growth. Thus, there has
been a fixed relationship between the historical
rate of global energy consumption and the his-
torical accumulation of global economic wealth.
Improvements in energy efficiency have been
part of increases in overall factor productivity.
Some of the most technological innovations in
history have been associated with such im-
provements in energy efficiency. These include
large improvements in the efficiency of heat
conversion to work, heat reuse, friction reduction
and power transmission, especially through elec-
trification. Electricity consumption and econom-
ic growth are strongly correlated. Electricity
consumption per capita is almost completely cor-
related with economic development.

Over long periods of time, even small
growth rates, such as an annual growth rate of
2%, have a large impact. This is due to the de-
gree of exponential growth (an increase in value
when the rate of growth is proportional to the
value of the value itself). The rule of 72, a math-
ematical result, states that if something grows at
a rate of x% per year, its level will double every
72 | x years. For example, a growth rate of 2.5%
per annum leads to a doubling of GDP within

28.8 years, whereas a growth rate of 8% per an-
num leads to a doubling of GDP within years. 9
Thus, a small difference in the rate of economic
growth between countries can lead to very dif-
ferent standards of living for their populations if
this small difference continues over many years.

Another theory that links economic growth
to quality of life is the «Threshold Hypothesis»,
which states that economic growth brings with it,
to a certain extent, improvements in quality of
life. But at a point called the threshold point, fur-
ther economic growth can lead to a deterioration
in quality of life. This leads to an inverted-O-
curve, where the top of the curve represents the
level of growth. It has been shown that «happi-
ness» increases as GDP per capita rises to at
least $15,000 per person.

Economic growth has the indirect potential
to combat poverty as a result of a simultaneous
increase in opportunities.

Economic growth has the indirect potential
to alleviate poverty by simultaneously increasing
employment opportunities and productivity. A
study by researchers at the Overseas Develop-
ment Institute (ODI) of 24 countries that have
experienced growth found that poverty has been
alleviated in 18 cases. In some cases, the quality
of life factors, such as health outcomes n educa-
tional attainment and social and political free-
doms, does not improve as the economy grows.
Also, higher productivity does not always trans-
late into higher wages.

Economists distinguish between short-
term economic changes in production and long-
term economic growth. Short-term changes in
economic growth are called the business cycle.
As a rule, economists link ups and downs in the
business cycle to fluctuations in aggregate de-
mand. The economic growth associated with the
long-term trend in production is due to structural
causes such as technological growth and factor
accumulation.

Economic inequalities. Some theories de-
veloped in the 1970s suggested possible ways in
which inequality could have a positive impact on
economic development. Savings of the rich, if
they increase with inequality, are thought to
compensate for lower consumer demand.

More recent analysis, which is a political
economy approach developed by Alesina and
Rodrik (1994) and Persson and Tabellini (1994),
highlighted the negative impact of inequality on
economic development; inequality generates
pressure to adopt redistributive policies that have
adverse effects on investment and economic



growth. Nevertheless, empirical tests of an ex-
tended version of the Alesina and Rodrik model
by Lee and Zou showed that «income inequality is
a positive and in most cases a significant factor
associated with economic growthy.

The imperfect credit market approach, de-
veloped by Galore and Zeira (1993), argued that
inequality in an imperfect credit market has a last-
ing detrimental effect on human capital formation
and economic development.

Also, in the late 20th century there was the
notion that high inequality reduces growth, perhaps
because it increases social and political instability;
however, changes in the degree of inequality have
relatively little effect on growth.

Robert Barro’s study found that there is «a
small overall correlation between income inequali-
ty and the rate of growth and investment». Accord-
ing to Barro, high levels of inequality reduce
growth in relatively poorer countries but promote
growth in richer countries. Research by Princeton
economist Roland Benabou shows that population
inequality does not matter for growth, but that «in-
equality in the relative distribution of income and
political power» does.

According to Andrew Berg (Assistant Direc-
tor, IMF Research Division, 2011) and Jonathan
Ostry (Deputy Director, IMF Research Division,
2011) wealth and income inequality interact nega-
tively with subsequent economic growth.

Economists Dirk Herzer and Sebastian
Vollmer also found that increasing income inequal-
ity reduces economic growth, but growth itself also
increases income inequality in the long run. In
2013, the French economist Thomas Piketty sug-
gested that in systems where the average annual
rate of return on investment in capital (r) exceeds
the average annual growth of economic output (g),
inequality will increase. According to Piketty, this
is because wealth already held or inherited, which
is expected to grow at the rate oof ®, will grow
faster than wealth accumulated through labor,
which is more closely related to (g). A proponent
of reducing levels of inequality, Piketty proposes a
tax on wealth in the world to reduce the disparity
in wealth caused by inequality.

Critics, particularly the Club of Rome, argue
that a narrow view of economic growth creates a
scenario where we may see a systemic collapse of
our planet’s natural resources.

Concerns about the negative environmental
consequences of growth capital have led some
people to advocate more modern levels of growth
or to reject growth altogether. For academic pur-
poses, concepts such as non-economic growth, sus-
tainable economics, and degradation have been
developed to achieve this. Politically, green parties
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adopt the Green Global Charter, recognizing that
«...the committee of economic growth at all costs
and excessive and wasteful use of natural resources
without regard to the carrying capacity of the earth
causes excessive damage to the environment and
extinction of species» [4].

Those who are more optimistic about the
ecological effects of growth believe that while lo-
cal ecological effects may occur, large-scale eco-
logical effects are insignificant. The argument, as
stated by commentator Julian Lincoln Simon, is
that if these global ecological effects exist, human
ingenuity will find ways to adapt to them

To date, there has been a strong correlation
between economic growth and carbon dioxide
emissions across emissions from different coun-
tries, although there is also a wide divergence in
carbon intensity (carbon emissions per GDP).

The Stern Review notes
predicts that Global emissions will be sufficient to
concentration of greenhouse gases to more than
550 ppm of CO2 by 2050 and over 650-700 ppm
by the end of this century. The scientific consensus
is that a functioning planetary ecosystem without
dangerous risks requires stabilization at 450-550
ppm.

As a consequence, growth-oriented econo-
mists have suggested government intervention to
switch energy production sources in favor of wind,
solar, hydroelectric, and nuclear power. This
would greatly reduce the use of fossil fuels used to
meet domestic subsistence needs. The Stern Re-
view, published by the U.K. government in 2006,
concluded that an investment of 1% of GDP (and
then changed by 2%) would be enough to avoid the
worst effects of climate change, and that failure to
do so could put the climate at risk, and result in
costs equal to 20% of GDP.

Canadian economist Peter Victor has pro-
posed an interactive model to explore the potential
for achieving a stable but not growing economy.
The model demonstrates that even within tradition-
al approaches to economics there are possibilities
for achieving a stable state.

But we should also consider that many pre-
dictions of resource exhaustion, such as Thomas
Malthus’ 1798 prediction of an approaching fam-
ine in Europe, Population Disease (1968), and the
Simon-Ehrlich Bet (1980), have not come true.

Today, the production of most resources has
also declined, due to advances in technology and
science that have created entirely new, previously

of land, hunger was relieved, first by the revolution
in transportation caused by railroads and steam
ships, and then by the Green Revolution and chem-
ical fertilizers, especially the Haber process for
synthesizing ammonia.

Resource quality is also an important factor
in economic growth. Resource quality depends on
a variety of factors, including grade (ore) location,
elevation or below sea level, proximity to railroads,
highways, water supply, and climate. These capital
and operating costs to join the extraction of re-
sources. In the case of minerals, lower grades of
minerals are extracted that do not require higher
capital and energy costs to extract for processing.

Simon Kuznets, Fernand Braudel, Theodore
Schultz, Gary Becker, Michael Porter, Nikolai
Kondratiev and other scholars have also contribut-
ed to growth and development theory.

In 1972, the Limits to Growth model mod-
eled the limits to infinite growth; initially derided,
these models have been tested and updated.

Malthusians, in particular William R. Catton,
Jr. were skeptical of technological advances that
improve the availability of resources. Such ad-
vances and efficiency gains, in their view, simply
accelerate the reduction of finite resources. Catton
argued that increased rates of resource extraction
were nothing more than «... stealing from the fu-
ture».

On the other hand, there is a view that the
main condition for long-term economic growth is
the favourable nature of political institutions in a
country, and that neither climate nor geography,
nor the quantity and quality of natural resources
play any role, while factors such as the quantity

Modern theories of international
trade either develop the principles of classical theories, extending them to a larger number of goods, coun-
tries and factors of production, or study certain aspects of international trade that for some reason remained
unexplained by classical theory. Conclusions. The competitiveness of large national firms is certainly ori-
ented towards national ones. To analyze their activities, Porter's concept of the value chain (value chain,
production chain) is used, i.e. the set of business operations of the firm during which it creates added value.
Concentration on the company's most expensive links of this chain (for example, R&D and sales) and the
transfer of other operations to partner firms (foreign or domestic small and medium-sized enterprises) al-
lows TNCs to maximize the production of added value. For example, the American company Nike domi-
nates the world market of sportswear and shoes, but it almost does not produce them itself, because it dis-
tributes orders mainly to foreign partner companies and specializes in design and logistics.

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Formulation of the problem. One group of
recent theories considers international trade mainly
from the side of the supply of goods. Another
group of theories completely denies the classical
theories, declaring them obsolete, and offers their
own explanation of international trade. This group
of theories usually focuses on the analysis of sup-
ply and demand for goods in international trade. In
the last decade, significant shifts (both positive and
negative) have taken place in the directions and
structure of world trade, which are not always
amenable to exhaustive explanation within the
framework of classical trade theories. This encour-
ages both further improvement of existing theories
and the development of alternative theoretical con-
cepts. The reasons are as follows:

1. The transformation of technological pro-
gress into a dominant factor in world trade;

2. The ever-increasing share in trade of
counter deliveries of similar industrial goods pro-
duced in countries with approximately the same
supply of production factors;

3. A sharp increase in the share of world
trade attributable to intra-company trade.

The theory of absolute advantages of A.
Smith.

The outstanding scientist and founder of
economics, Adam Smith, in his book “An Inquiry
into the Nature and Causes of the Wealth of Na-
tions”, paid attention to the division of labor based
on the specialization of economic activity.

In his work “An Inquiry into the Nature and
Causes of the Wealth of Nations”, in a polemic
with the mercantilists, Smith formulated the idea
that countries are interested in the free develop-
ment of international trade, since they can benefit

from it regardless of whether they are exporters or
importers. Each country should specialize in the
production of the product where it has an absolute
advantage - a benefit based on the different value
of production costs in individual countries partici-
pating in foreign trade. The refusal to produce
goods in which countries do not have absolute ad-
vantages, and the concentration of resources on the
production of other goods lead to an increase in
total production volumes, an increase in the inter-
change between countries of the products of their
labor

Analysis of recent research and publica-
tions. Adam Smith's theory of absolute advantage
suggests that a country's real wealth consists of the
goods and services available to its citizens. If any
country can produce this or that product more and
cheaper than other countries, then it has an
absolute advantage. Some countries may produce
goods more efficiently than others. The resources
of the country flow into profitable industries, as the
country cannot compete in unprofitable industries.
This leads to an increase in the productivity of the
country, as well as the qualifications of the
workforce; long periods of creating homogeneous
products provide incentives for the development of
more efficient methods of work.

Natural advantages for a single country:
climate; territory; resources, political position.
Benefits obtained for a single country: production
technology, that is, the ability to manufacture a
variety of products.

Arguing with the then dominant theory of
mercantilism, Adam Smith showed that the well-
being of the people depends not so much on the
amount of resources they have accumulated, but on



their ability to produce final goods and services.
Therefore, the main task is not to acquire and
accumulate a resource, but to develop production
through participation in the division of labor and
its cooperation. Adam Smith paid considerable
attention to the study of the advantages of the
division of labor based on the specialization of
economic activity. At the same time, A. Smith
extended the conclusions about the division of
labor to the sphere of international trade, for the
first time theoretically substantiating the principle
of absolute advantages (or absolute costs):

“The basic rule of every prudent head of the
family is not to try to make things at home that will
cost more to make than to buy them on the side ...
What seems reasonable in the course of action of
any private family can hardly be unreasonable for
all states. If any foreign country can supply us with
any commaodity at a cheaper price than we are able
to manufacture it, it is much better to buy it from it
with some part of the product of our own industrial
labor applied in that area in which we have some
advantage".

The purpose of the article is to highlight
the problematic aspects of the modern theory of
international trade.

Presentation of the main research
material. An Inquiry into the Nature and Causes
of the Wealth of Nations. Another classic, David
Ricardo, in his book "Principles of Political Econ-
omy and Taxation" (1817) convincingly proved
that interstate specialization is beneficial not only
in cases where a country has an absolute advantage
in the production and marketing of a given product
compared to with other countries, i.e. it is not nec-
essary that the cost of producing this product be
less than the cost of similar products produced
abroad.

The main factor in international trade, ac-
cording to Ricardo, is the principle of a country's
comparative advantage in the cost of production of
a particular commodity.

The principle of comparative advantage
characterizes the opportunity cost of producing a
product in a country, which shows the relative
costs of producing various goods and services.
Countries specialize in the production and export
of goods that are relatively cheaper to produce.
The goal of international exchange is to minimize
the opportunity cost of production or, if you look at
the situation from the other side, to maximize the
productivity of the resources available to the coun-
try. The directions of trade flows are determined
by comparing opportunity costs. The country with
the lowest opportunity cost will be the exporter of
a good, and the country with the highest opportuni-
ty cost will be the importer of that good.

D. Ricardo saw the main task of political
economy in determining the laws governing the
distribution of the product between classes.

D. Ricardo, distinguishing between use and
exchange value, believed that the latter is deter-
mined by the amount of labor expended, as well as
the magnitude and duration of investment.

The price of a good in the short run is de-
termined by supply and demand, and in the long
run by the cost of producing the good.

A change in the wages of workers leads to a
change in the profit of the entrepreneur, and not in
price, and an increase in wages leads to a decrease
in profits, and vice versa. This provision is called
the "system of dissension between classes."

The decrease in the value of money as a
commodity leads to an increase in wages and an
increase in the prices of goods.

Wages, according to D. Ricardo, is the in-
come of a wage worker, payment for labor. Wages
depend on demographic processes. The greater the
supply of workers, the lower the wages of workers,
and vice versa. Wages are kept within the subsist-
ence level by virtue of the natural law of popula-
tion - the "iron law" of wages. He consistently de-
scribes the principle that wages depend on the
movement of population. He believed that the
movement of wages under the influence of demand
and supply of labor returns to the "natural” rate, i.e.
to the cost of livelihood. These reasonings were
based on the law of population of T. Malthus.

In contrast to A. Smith, Ricardo was of the
opinion that the position of workers with the de-
velopment of society would worsen due to rising
prices for agricultural products. The position of the
working class, despite economic growth, will
worsen due to the rise in prices for agricultural
products. The downward trend in wages can be
stopped by the control of wages by the state.

Profit, according to D. Ricardo, is an excess
of value over wages; it is the product of the work-
er's unpaid labor.

Increasing productivity is one way to in-
crease profits. D. Ricardo formulated "the law of
the falling rate of profit." Its essence is as follows:
a drop in the productivity of agricultural produc-
tion will lead to an increase in food prices and an
increase in the minimum wage, which will occupy
a large part in the cost of production, and conse-
quently, the rate of profit will decrease.

Rent is based on land ownership. To the fac-
tors that form the rent, D. Ricardo attributed:

» different fertility of plots;

* site location relative to the product sales
market.
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D. Ricardo correctly characterized differen-
tial rent as the difference between the value of ag-
ricultural products on the best and worst plots.

D. Ricardo recognized the "law of diminish-
ing fertility of the soil."

The main condition for economic growth is
stable money circulation. D. Ricardo considered
gold to be the best base of the monetary system. It
is possible to replace gold with paper money, but at
a fixed rate. The value of paper money depends on
its quantity in circulation.

D. Ricardo formulated the theory of com-
parative advantage. In this theory, D. Ricardo
proved the profitability (advantage) of internation-
al trade on the basis of a comparison of compara-
tive costs. That is, if different countries have a
comparative advantage in different export com-
modities, then the international division of labor
and trade between these countries is mutually ben-
eficial.

If A. Smith was the author of the theory of
absolute advantages, then D. Ricardo substantiated
the theory of comparative advantages in interna-
tional trade.

From the theory of A. Smith it followed that
the factors of production have absolute mobility
within the country, i.e. move to those areas where
they get the greatest absolute advantage. Ultimate-
ly, the advantage of some regions over others will
disappear, and incomes from factors of production
will even out. It would seem that trade should stop.
However, D. Ricardo managed to show the profit-
ability of international trade, justifying an alterna-
tive price, showing a possible price ratio in trade,
which then allowed John Stuart Mill to substantiate
the theory of mutual demand, the gain from trade
between the two countries. Ricardo considered the
principle of relative advantage on the example of
England and Portugal. Based on the same ad-
vantages as the theory of absolute advantages, the
theory of comparative advantage uses the concept
of opportunity price or replacement cost.

The importance of the comparative ad-
vantage theory cannot be overestimated. For many
decades it remained the dominant theory that ex-
plained international trade and had a strong influ-
ence on all economics science. Together with all
the additions made by the followers of the classical
economics school, the theory of comparative ad-
vantage, in fact, for the first time described the
balance of the aggregate demand and aggregate
supply.

The most important achievement of the the-
ory of comparative advantages is that it clearly
proved the existence of gains from trade for all
participating countries. At the same time, the wider
the opportunities for developing trade, the fewer

artificial barriers piled up in the way of trade flows,
the greater the opportunity to gain for all countries.

The theory created by the classics, including
the theory of comparative advantage, is of endur-
ing importance in our days. And although a num-
ber of provisions are simplified, they are a scien-
tific basis for the development of mutually benefi-
cial relations both between market entities within
the country and abroad (Table 1).

Further development of the classical theory
of international trade is associated with the crea-
tion in the 20s. 20th century Swedish economists
Eli Heckscher and Bertil Ohlin the theory of the
ratio of factors of production, which was most ful-
ly set out in the Ohlin’s book "Interregional and
International Trade" (1933). This theory is based
on the same premises as Smith and Ricardo's theo-
ries of absolute and comparative advantage. The
main difference is that it proceeds from the pres-
ence of not one, but two factors of production: la-
bor and capital. According to the views of
Heckscher and Ohlin, each country is endowed
with these factors of production to varying degrees,
which gives rise to differences in the ratio of prices
for them in countries participating in international
trade. The price of capital is the interest rate, and
the price of labor is wages.

The level of relative prices, namely the ratio
of capital and labor prices in countries more satu-
rated with capital will be less than in countries
where there is a shortage of capital and relatively
large labor resources.

And, conversely, the level of relative prices
for labor and capital in countries with excess labor
resources will be less than in other countries where
they are deficient. This in turn leads to a difference
in the relative prices of the same goods, on which
national comparative prices depend. Benefits.
Hence, each country tends to specialize in the pro-
duction of goods that require more factors with
which it is relatively better endowed.

In the theory of the world economy, this
concept is seriously transformed. The essence of
the transformation is that the “commodity” is con-
sidered not as a product of production in a particu-
lar country, but as an object of supply and demand
in the world market. At the same time, its price is
determined in the dominant specialized interna-
tional commodity markets, which, unlike national
markets, are abstract. The product does not enter
this market (since the "world market" is an abstrac-
tion, it is sold in national markets), therefore, the
product is fixed in the corresponding “papers".
Thus, the level of abstraction in the world market
increases many times over. This is the property of
a classic international good (this applies equally to
a service, which is also considered a good).

From this follows a seemingly paradoxical
conclusion: the growth of one of the factors of
production can lead to a fall in the production of
one of the goods. Let us assume that due to demo-
graphic reasons, there has been an increase in the
supply of labor in the country. In accordance with
the Rybchinsky theorem, production volumes in
labor-intensive industries will increase, while in
capital-intensive industries they will decrease.

Product life cycle theory. This theory helps
to explain why a country that previously exported a
product abandons production and begins to import
it. According to this theory, a product goes through
four stages in its development:

1) Birth; 2) Height; 3) Maturity; 4) Dying

Stage 1 - the product appears in one of sev-
eral countries.

Stage 2 - the country begins to export it, as it
wins fans both in the country of origin and abroad.

Stage 3 - period of saturation, standardiza-
tion; the product is no longer a novelty and it is
required to maintain the production of this product
at a reduced cost. Production is transferred from
the exporting country to the consumer country,
where the factor of low cost of labor is used.

Stage 4 - most often there is a new product
that replaces this product.

The theory of international trade based on
economies of scale in the early 80s. 20th century
Economists P. Krugman and K. Lancaster pro-
posed a theory as an alternative to the classical ex-
planation of international trade. This theory was
based on economies of scale. It was based on the
truth that countries that are provided with the main
factors of production in similar proportions will
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benefit from trading among themselves while spe-
cializing in those industries that are characterized
by the presence of the effect of mass production. In
such situations, specialization makes it possible to
increase production volumes and produce a prod-
uct at a lower cost, which ultimately will reduce
the price. This effect can be realized only in a suf-
ficiently capacious market. International trade in
this process significantly affects this activity, since
it allows expanding sales markets. In other words,
the formation of a single integrated market, which
is much larger than the market of a single country,
is in the power of international trade. Thus, it al-
lows to offer consumers more products at more
attractive prices. However, it should be noted that
the creation of economies of scale leads to the vio-
lation of perfect competition, since it is based on
the concentration of production and the consolida-
tion of companies, which later become monopo-
lists. As a result, the structure of markets changes,
becoming oligopolistic with a predominance of
inter-industry trade in homogeneous products or
markets of monopolistic competition, where intra-
industry trade in differentiated products is actively
developed. This is the situation when international
trade is concentrated in the hands of giant interna-
tional companies, transnational corporations. Un-
fortunately, this leads to the fact that the volume of
intra-company trade inevitably grows, which is
aimed at realizing the goals of the company itself,
and not on the basis of comparative advantages or
differences in the availability of factors of produc-
tion.
